The formsal dedication to-dsy of the
Central Baptist church will be one of the
most notable ovents in the history of
Memithis. It was begpun twenly years
ago, and only. yeaterday. wor i were
engseed in {Ml‘nn the finishing tduehes
npon it. ast night it was lit up for the
first time, and those wbho remembered Jt
in its hialf finished condition weress much
startled a4 delighted by the rich and ULril-
lient light which ?uu th the
eplendid Windows of 8tained glass. The

CENTRAL BAITIST CHURCH
was constifnted on Deeamber 4, 156, at
the First Daptist charch, on Second, near
Adams, the Eav. 8. H. Ford presiding, and
for the ensuing six months services ware
held there ~n alternsts Bandaye.

About the 24th of June, 1566, the Tabar-
nacle, a large frmme buildicg, on Court
sireet, near Second, built by the Central
Baptist church for its nse, was finished.
Here regulat weekly servicss wete held
antil the middle of ember, 1868, when
the Tabernacle wes torn down and ﬁ:a ma-
teriale moved to the building in course of
erection, for the permanent use of the
church, on Second street, near Beale.
From this time the membership was with-
outa refuiar piacd of worshlip antil the
21st of Feb uasry, 1569 (two months), when
the lecture-room of the ehurch building
was reedy for use,

DE. LANDEUM,

who will preach the dedicatory eermon to-
day, heid services in the basement for
soms time, with tarpanlins spread over
the timbers prepared for the second Hior.
He was the pastor of the chuarch for eight
years, and deriog that time carried the
walls vp, had the roof pnt on and the
tower buiit. : .

Dr. L:ndrum, who resigned in 1874, was
soceeeded bv the Ray, Thomas J. Rowan.

The
slorm lest night raged in & fearfal manner
on the lake, sud it is fearéd that there was
a great desl of [damsge done to shipping.
Four or five veszels were discovered off the
mouth of the river this morning, having
been uoable to make port on sccount of
the beary ses, sud the further circum-
stance that thelr rigging could not be han-
dled by reason the beavy coating of
ice which completely incased it.
