the requital. But the life of Hendricks
is an exception to this rule. Since the
inauguration of Clcvelaud he never
wearied' in trying to srrve the friends
who had stood By him in obscurity and
prominence, in adversity and prosperity.
It is said that he often retired to his
room sick at heart when he saw he could
not do as much for his tried and true
friends as he desired. But it was in
death that the lovely and lovioi
traits of Mr. Hendricks's character
blaied out in all their beauty.

Tbe
electoral count bill, also to be introduced
by order of the Republican caucus, ia that
known aa tbe Edmunds bill of tbe last
Congress. Its pivotal feature is a provision
tbat each State may, by its own tribunals,
determine all controversies with regard to
iia own electoral vote.

THE GRIP GAVE OUT

Collision Between a Coaple of Pttsaeager
. Trains on the Brooklyn Bridge

Bailroad.

A Terrible in TVhlch a Num
ber or fersons Were frerioaglj

Irjared.

liie Names of tbe Victims The Wreck
Soon Cleared Away and TraTcl

Brsnmed.

Nxw Yobk, Dcc.tmber 5. Two trains on
the bridsB railroad ran into each other at
9:15 o'clock this morning, and. in the
smash-ri- p six persons were badly injured.
Ihe failure of the grip watt the cause of
tbe accident. It happened at the hoar
when the cars axe mnst crowded by the
stream setting toward New York, and run
with the least headway. Tbe rain in-
creased the crush at the Brooklyn en-
trance, and when a two-c- ar train staited
oat from the Brooklyn terminns it was
loaded to its utmost capacity. The plat-far-

cf both cars were packed, 't he train
had gone to within 150 yards of the Brook-
lyn tower, when tbe grip on the cable
gave out and it came to a stop, and then,
despite tbe eli'jris of the brakeiuen, began
to back down tbe inciine, first slowly,
then with increased speed, nntil it swept
round the enrve near the Brooklyn end at
a terrific speed.

Another train naa jastieittue Brooklyn
platform snd caught onto tho cable when
the preceding train was seen to display
danger eignalti. It stopped promptly and
began to back toward the station. Bat it
wss too lste. Tbe dissbled train came
thnedfring down the incline, diminit hing
tbe distance between them with every
second. Tho psuweziRerB on both trains
saw the danger and rose to their feet in
alarm. .

A SCgNB Cr TKBBOR ENSUED.

Escape was impossible. In an instant
the second train was overtaken and the
two crashed together. Shrieks of pain
sod horror rose from the surging mass of
etru;;vlir.g men and women, while tbe po-
lice and tiain hands, with the passengers
waiting on the platform, ran to tbe rescue.
The entrances to the bridge were oarmd,
and none were admitted to increase the
crowd and confusion. Ambulances and
police were summoned and responded
promptly. The platforms cf the cars were
smashed, antl tbe ends of the cars greatly
damaged. Conductor F. E. Myers,
who was etanding on the rear
platform of the fecond train,
was jammed in between tl3 broken ends
of the cam, and had to be cat oat of the
wreck. Victor Schaumberg, a young clerk,
was similarly imprisoned and was extri-
cated with much d fficrl y. His left ankle
was broken and his foot nearly cnt oS.

THE INVESTIGATION.

The investigation by the bridge authori
ties shows tbe accident to have been
caused by the failure of the grip of tbe
train that was neariDi; the Brooklyn
tower at the time. On wet days tbe cable
is slippery, and does not work well. Tbe
trairs at the hour at wbirb the accident
occurred ran on a headway of a minute
and a belt and carry 16,'JUO passer gers an
hour. The train foilowriDg the liiat had
reached tbe Brooklyn ancborase when
signals of danger were di splayed from tbe
one ahead. It let go its tu-j- on the cable
snd backed down. Tbe third train, with
three cars, had juat left tie Brooklyn ter-
minus, and was unable t get out of the
way in time. J he second train ran into
it. and it was npon tliat that the casual
Heat ocenrf d. After the first collision the
first train crashed into the wreck, but, be-
yond smashing tbe front platform of the
already disabled train, it did not add to
the damaira.

This is the drht serious accident that
has cccurred on the bridge rai.'rcad. The
cflicials state that it tas carried 38,500,000
passengers since the opening of the
