THE FREE DELIVERY.

Experience has commended
it to those who enjoy its benefit, and fur-
ther enlargements of its facilities is due
to other communities to which it is
adapted. In the cities where it has
been established, taken together with
the local postage, it exceeds the
tenance by nearly 1,3UO,0W. The limit
to which this system is now confined by
law has been nearly reached, and the
reasons given justify its cxteusion; which
is proposed.

TUE INDIAN Ql ESTIOX.

The report of the Secretary of the In-

terior, containing an account of the oper-
ations of this important department and
much interesting information. will be sub-
mitted for your consideration. The most
intricate and difficult subject in charge
of this department is the treatment and
management of the Indians. I ;iu satis-
fied that some progress may be noted in
their condition, as the rsult ot a pru-
dent administration of the present laws
jind regulations for their control., but
it js submitted that there i tack ot a
fixed purpose of policy on this sub-

ject wbl.'h should bo supplied. It i use-

less to dilatC upon the wrongs of the In-

dians,' and as unless to indulge iu the
heartless belief tha. because their wrouga
arc revenged in their ious tuan- -

ner thretor they should ba CKm
Tt,i m within the caret. Viur gov.
eriment, ;iC re, or bould

be, protected from invasion by the most
solemn obligation. They are, properly
enough, called the waras of the govern-
ment, and it should be borne in
mind that this guardianship in-
volves on our part efforts for
the improvement of their condition
and the enforcement of their rights.
There seems to be general concurrence
n the proposition that the ultimate ob

ject of their treatment should be their civ- -

uzation and citizenship, fitted bv these
to keep pace in the march of progress

ith the advanced civilization about
them. They will readily assimilate with
the mass of our population, assuming
the responsibilities and receiving the
protection incident to this condition. The
difficulty appears to be in the selection
ot the means to be at present employed
toward the attainment of this result.

Our Indian population, exclusive of
those in Alaska, is reported as number-
ing tSJO.OtlO, nearly all being located on
lands set apart ior their use and occupa-
tion, aggregating over 1H4JHKJ,IM(0 of
acres. These lands are included in
boundaries of 171 reservations of differ-
ent dimensions, scattered in twenty-on-

States and Territories, presenting great
variations in climate, and in the kind
aud quality of their soils. Among the
Indians noon these several reservations
there exist the most marked differences
in natural traits and disposition
and in their progress toward civiliza
tion. While some are lazy, vicious and
stupid, others are industrious, peaceful
and intelligent; while a portion of them
are and independent,
and have so far advanced in civilization
that they make own laws, admin-
istered through officers of their own
choice, and educate their children in
schools of their own establishment aud
maintenance, others still retain in
squalor and dependence almost the
savagery ot their natural state. In
dealing with this question the desires
manifested by the Indians should he
ignored. Here again we find a great di-

versity. With some the tribal relations
is cherished with the utmost tenacity,
while its hold upon others is considera
bly relaxed. The love of home is strong
witu all. yet tnere are those whose at
tachmeut to a particular locality is by no
means unyielding. Ihe ownership ol
their lands in severalty is much
desired by some, while by others.
and sometimes again the most civil-
ized, such a distribution would be
bitterly opposed. The variation ot their
wants, crowing out of and connected
with the character of their several loca
lions, should be rogarded. Mime are
upon reservations most fit for grazing
but without flocks or horses, and some,
on arable hind, have no agricultural mi
plements. While some ot the reserva
tions are double the size necessary
maintain the .number ot Indians now
upon them, in a few cases perhaps they
should be enlarged. Add to all this t lie
difference in the administration of agen
cies. While the same duties arc de
volved upon all the disposition of tl
agents and the nature of their couta.-- t

with the Indians have much to do with
their conditiou and welfare.

The agent who pertuuetorily performs
his dutv and slothfullv ncc.ects all oi
portunity to advance their moral and
nhvsical improvement and fails to in
spire them with a desire for better things
will accomplish notning iu ine utrecjion
of their civilization: while he who feels
the burden of an important duly and
has an interest iu his work will,
bv consistent example. firm yet
considerate treatmeut and wcll-d- i

rectcd aid and encouragement, constant
ly lead those under his charge toward
the iight of their enfranchisement.
The history of all the progress which
has been made in the civilization ot the
Indians 1 think will disclose the fact
that the brgiuning has been religion-teachin-

detail in the management, aud he should
he given power to deal with them fully,
if he is not now vested with such power.
This plan contemplates the selection of
persons for commissioners who arc inter
ested in the Indian question, aud w ho
have practical ideas on the siibieet of
their treatment.

The expense of the Indian Bureau
during the last fiscal year was more than

ti,.VNI.IHH. 1 believe much of this ex
penditure may be saved under the plan
proposed; that its economical etleeus
would l) increased with its continuance :

that the safety of our frontier sculcrs
would be subserved under its operation.
and that hc nation would be savtd
through its results from the imputation
of inhumanity, injustice aud mismanage
ment. In order to carry out the policy of
allotmeut of Indian lands in severalty,
when deemed expedient it will be m

to have surveys completed of the
reservations, and 1 hope that provision
will be made for the prosecution ol this
work.

In May of the present year a small
portion ot the Chiracahua Apaches on the
White Mountain reservation, iu Arizona,
lelt the reservation and committed a
number of murders and depredations
upou settlers in that neighborhood.
Though prompt and energetic action was
taken by the military the renegades
eludod capture and escaped to Mexico.
The formation of the country through
which thsc Indians pascd. their
thorough acquaintance with the same,
the speed ot their escape, and the manner
in which thev scattered aud concealed
themselves among the mountains near
the scenes ot their outrages, put our
soldiers at a great disadvantage iu their
efforts to capture them, though the ex-
pectation is still entertained that they
will be ultimately taken and punished
for their crimes.

The threatening and disorderly cou-du-

of the Cheyenne of the lndran
Territory early last summer caused

alarm a'id uneasiuess. Inves-
tigation proved that their threatening
attitude was owing in a great measure to
the occupation oi the land oi their reser-
vation by immense herds of cattle,
which, their owners claimed, were right-
fully there, under certain leases made, by
the Indians. Such occupation appear
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ing, upon examination, to be unlawful,
notwithstanding these leases, the In-

truders were ordered to remove with
their cattle from the lands of the In-
dians by executive proclamation, which
had the effect of restoring peace and or-

der among the Indians, and they are now
quiet and well behaved.

Bv an executive issued February
1885, by'my predecessor, a portion ol a
tract of country in the Territory known
as the Old Winnebairo and Crow Creek
reservations was directed to be restored
to the public domain and opened to set
tlement under the land laws ol tnc i nitea
States, and a large number of persons en
tered upon these lands.

The Moux Indians claimed that tnc
Territory belonged to their reserva
tion, under the treaty ot .ltsoo. mis
claim was determined, after careful
investigation, to be well founded.
and consequently the executire order re-
ferred to was, by proclamation of April
17, 1885, declared to be inoperative and
of no effect, and all persons on the land
were warned to leave. This warning has
been substantially complied with.

THE PIBL1C DOMAIN
d its origin in cessions of land

by the States to the genoral govern-
ment. The first cession was made by
the State of New York, and the largest,
which iu area exceeded all the others,
by the State of Virginia. The territory,
the proprietorshiptif which became thus
vested in tne general government, ex-
tended irom the western border of
Pennsylvania to the Mississippi river.
These patriotic donations of the States
were incumbered with no condition ex-
cept that they should be held and used

tor the common beneht ot the Lnited
States."

By purchase with the common fund of
all tne people, additions were made to
this domain until it reached the northern
line of Mexico, the Pacific ocean and
the Polar sea. The original "trust for
the common benefit of the United
States attached to all in the execution
of the trust. The policy of many homes,
rather than large estates, waa adopted by
the government. That these might eas
ily be obtained and be the abode ot se
curity and contentment, the laws for their
acquisition were tew, easily understood
and general in their character. But the
pressure of local interests, combined with
a speculative spirit, have in . many iu
stances procured the passage of laws
which marred the harmony of the general
plan aud incumbered the system with i
multitude ot general and special enact
ments, which render the land laws com
plicated, subject the titles to uncertainty
and the purchasers otten to oppression
and wrong.

Laws which were intended for the
common benefit have been perverted so
that large quantities of land are vesting
in single ownerships from the multitude
and character ot the laws, this consc
quence seems incapable of correction by
mere administration. It is not tor the
common benefit of the United States that
a large area of the public land should be
acquired directly or through traud in
the hands of a single individual. The
nation's strength is in the people,
The nation's prosperity is in their
prosperity. The nation's glory is in the
equality of her justice. The nation's
perpetuity is in the patriotism of all bcr
people. Ilenc'o. as tar as practicable
the plan adopted in disposal of public
lands should have to view the original
policy which encouraged many purchas-
ers of these lands for homes and discour
aged the massing of large areas. Ex
clusive of Alaska, about three-fifth- s of
the national domain has been sold or
subjected to contract, or of the remain
ing two httlis. a considerable portion is
either mountain or desert. A rapidly
increasing population creates a growiug
demand tor homes, and the accumulation
of wealth inspires an eager competition
to obtaiu the public laad for speculative
purposes. In the future this collision of
interests will be more marked than in
the past, and the nation's trust in
behall of our settlers will be more dilli
cult. 1 therefore commend to your at-

tention the recommendations contained
in my report of the Secretary of the In
terior with reforcuce to the repeal and
modification ol certain of our

RAILROAD LAND CiRANTS.
The natiou has made princely grants

and 'hsidies to a system of railroads
projected as "rcHt national highways to
,...o.. ii,e Pu. ifie" Mates with the hast,
It has been charged that tuC;? donations
from the peonle have been diverteu
private gain and corrupt uses, and thus
public indignation has been aroused and
suspicion engendered, our great nation
docs not begrudge its generosity, but it
abhors peculation and fraud, and the
lavorable regard of our people for the
great corporations to which these grants
were made can only be revived by a
restoration of confidence, to be secured
by thoir constant, unequivooal and clear-
ly manifested integrity. A faithful ap-

plication of the undiminished proceeds
ot the grants to the construction and
perfecting of their roads, and honest dis-

charge of their obligations, and entire
justice to all the people in the enjoyment
of their rights on these highways ot trav-
el, is all the public asks, and it will be
content with no less. To secure these
things should be the common purpose of
the government, as well as of the corpor-
ations. With this accomplishment,
prosperity would be permanently secured
to the roads, and national pride would
take the place of national complaint.

THE PENSION BUREAU.

1721. About one man in ten of all those
who enlisted in the late war are reported
a receiving pensions, exclusive of de-
pendents ot deceased soldiers. On the
1st of July, Ik7.". the number of pen-
sioners was 2i4.281, and the increase
within the ten years next thereafter, was
lUl.oW. While there is no expenditure
of the public funds which the people more
cheerfully approve than that made in
recognition ot the services of our soldiers,
living and dead, the sentiment under-
lying the subject should not be vitiated
by the introduction of any fraudulent
practices. Therefore, it is fully as im-
portant that the rolls should be cleansed
of all those who by fraud have secured a
place thereon as that meritorious claims
should be speedily examined and ad
justed. The reforms in the methods of
doing the business of this bureau which
have lately been inaugurated, promises
better results in both these directions.

THE PATENT OFFICE.
The operations ol the Patent Office

demonstrates the activity of the invent-
ive genius of the country for the year
ended J u no 30. 1 88. ; the application for
patents, including reissues and tor the
registration of trade-mark- s and labels,
numbering H5,ttH. l'uring the same
period there were 32,!28 patents granted
and reissued, aud 1 12! trade-mark- s and
labels registered. The number of patents
issued in the year 1875 was The
receipt during the last fiscal year were
4M,074.!'74 i5, and the expenditures, not
including contingent expenses, $'.r.U,-1- 1

1 1. There were 11788 applications
for patents pending on the 1st day of
duly, 18S4, and 578t on the same date in
the year There has been consid-
erable improvement made in the prompt
determination ol applications, ana a con-
sequent relief to expectant inventors. A
number of suggestions and recommenda-
tions are contained in the report of the
Commissioner ot Patents which are well
entitled to the consideration of Congress.

THE MORMON PROBLEM.
In the Territory of Utah the law of the

United States passed tor the suppression
of polygamy, has been energetically and
laithfully executed during the past year
with immeasurably good results. A
number of convictions have been secured
for unlawful cohabitation, and in some
eases pleas ol guilty have been entered,
and slight punishment imposed on prom-
ise by accused parties that they would not
acaio offend against the law, nor advise,
counsel and abet in any way its violation
by others. The Utah Commissioners
express the opinion, based upon such

as they are able to obtain, that
but few polygamous marriages have
taken place in the Territory during the
last year. They further report that while
thvre eauuot be found upon the registra-
tion lists ot voters the name of a man ac-
tually guilty of polygamy, and while
none of that class are holding office, yet
at the last election in the Territory all
the officers elected, except in one county,
were men who, though not actually liv-
ing in the practice of polygamy, sub-
scribe to the doctrine ot polygamous mar-ria&- a

as a divine relation and law unto
all higher and more binding upon the
conscience than any hman raw, local or
national. Thus is the strange spectacle
presented of a community protected by a
republican form oi government to which
thev owe allegiance, sustaining by their
suffrages a principle and a belief which

sets at naught that obligation orabsolute
obedience to the law of the land, which
lies at the foundation of republican in-
stitutions. The strength, the perpetuity
and the destiny of the nation rest upon
our homes, established by the law of God,
guarded by parental care, regulated by
parental authority and sanctineq by
parental love. These are not the homes
of polygamy. The mothers of our land,
who rule the nation ''as they would the
characters, and guide the actions of their
sons, live according to God's holy ordi
nance;, and each secure and happy in
the exclusive love of the father of her
children, sheds the warm light of true
womanhood, unperverted and unpolluted,
upon all within her pure and wholesome
family circle. I hese are not the cheer
less, crushed and unwomanly mothers of
polygamy. The lathers ot our families
are the best citizens of the republic ; wife
and children are the sources of patriot-
ism, and conjugal and parental affection
beget devotion to the country. The
man who, undented with civil mar
riage, is surrounded in bis single borne
with his wife and children, has a stake
in the country which inspires him with
respect ior its laws and courage ior its
defense. These are not tho fathers of
polygamous families. There is no
feature of this practice or the system
which sanctions it which is not opposed
to all that is of value in our institutions.
There should be no relaxation in the
hrm but just execution ot the law now
in operation, and I should be glad to
approve such further direct legislation
as will rid the country ot this blot upon
its lair tame. Mnce the people uphold
ing polygamy in our Territories are re
- - j l : . : i .1luiorceu oy liuuiigrauou irom oiuer
lands, I recommend that a law be passed
to prevent the importation of Mormons
into this country.

OUR AGRICULTURAL INTERESTS.
The agricultural aspect oi the coun

try demands just attention and liberal
encouragement. It sustains with certainty
and unfailing strength our nation s pros
perity by the products ot its steady toil,
aud bears iu full share of the
burden of taxation without complaint.
Our agriculturalists have but' slight
personal representation in the councils
oi the nation, and are generally content
with the humbler duties oi citizenship
and willing to trust to the bounty ol
nature for a reward of their labor ; but
the magnitude and value oi this indus
try is appreciated when the statement is
made that of our total annual exports
more than three-fourth- s are the products
ot agriculture, and ot our total popula
tion nearly one-hal- f are exclusively en
gaged in that occupation. The depart
ment of agriculture was created for the
purpose of acquiring and diffusing among
the people useful information respecting
subjects it has in charge and aiding in
the cause ot intelligent and progressive
farming, by the collection of statistics,
bv testing the value and usefulness
of new seeds and plants, and distributing
such as arc tound desirable among agri-
culturists. This and other powers and
duties With which this department is in
vested are of the utmost importance, and
it wiselv exercised must be ot great ben
efit'to the eountrv. The aim of our benefi
cent government is the improvement of
the people in every station, and the
amelioration of their condition, and our
agriculturists should not be neglected
The instrumentality established in aid
of tho farmers of the land should not
oulv be well euuinned for the accom
plishment of its purpose, but those for
whose benefit it has been adopted should
be encouraged to avail themselves treely
ot its advantages.

, PROTECTION OF LIVE STOCK.
The prohibition of the importation in

to several countries of certain of our an
imals and their products, based upon the
suspicion that health is endangered in
their use and consumption, suggests the
importance of such precautions for the
protection oi our stock of all kinds
against disease as will disarm suspicion
of danger aud cause the removal ol such
an injurious prohibition. If the laws
now in operation are insufficient to ao
eomplish this protection, 1 recommend
their amendment to meet the necessities
ot the situation, and I commend to the
consideration of Congress the suggestions
contained in the report ot the U omnns
sioncr of Agriculture as calculated to in
crease the value and efficiency of this de
partment.

THE CIVIL SERVICE.
The report of the Civil Service Com

missiin. which will be submitted, con
tains an account of the manner in which
the civil service law has been executed
during the last year and much valuable
information on this important subject.
am i.i. li od to think that there is no sen
timeut more general :n the minds of the
people of our country than a conviction
of the correctness of principle upon
which the law enforcing civil service re-

form is based. In its present conditiou
the law rcmilates onlv a part of the sub
ordinate public positions throughout the
country. It applies a test of fitness to
applicants for these places by means of
COIUpCtlll VU (.'AKIiUUtlllUU, auu ivc9 c.i,
discretion to the commissioners as to
character of examination and many other
matters connected with its execution.
Thus the rules and regulations adopted
with the Commission have much to do
with the practical usefulness of the stat-
ute and with the results of its applica-
tion. The people may well trust the Com-
mission to execute the law with perfect
fairness and with as little irritation
as is possible, but of course no
relaxation pf the principle which
underlies it. and no weakening of the
safeguards which surround it can be ex-

pected. Experience in its administration
will probably suggest amendment of the
methods ot its execution, but I venture

partisan service. Doubts may well be
entertained whether our government
could survive the strain of a CoiitlEUSPce
ot this system, which, upon every change
of administration, inspires an immense
army of claimants ior office to lay siege to
the patronage of the government, en-

grossing the time oi public officers with
their importunities,spreading abroad the
contagion of their disappointment and
filling the air with the tumult of their
discontent.

The allurements of an immense num-
ber of offices and places exhibited to the
voters of the land and the promise of
their bestowal in recognition of partisan
activity, debase the suffrage and rob
fiolitical action ol its thoughtful and

character. 'I he evil would in-

crease with the multiplication of offices,
consistent upon our extension, and the
mania for office-holdin- growing from
its indulgence would pervade our popu-
lation so generally that patriotic purpose,
the support of principle, the desire for
the public good and solicitude ior the
nation's welfare would be nearly ban-
ished from the activity of our party con-

tests, and cause them to degenerate into
ignoble, selfish and disgraceful struggles
for the possession of office and public
place.

CIVIL SERVICE REFORM.
Civil service reform enforced by law

came not too soon to check the progress
demoralization. One of its effects, not
enough regarded, is the freedom which
it brings to the political action
of those conservative and sober men
who, in fear of the confusion aud risk
attending an arbitrary and sudden
change in all the public offices with
change iu party rule, cast their ballots
against such chances. Parties seem to
be necessary, and will continue to exist,
nor can it be denied that there are legiti-
mate advantages not disconnected
with officeliolding which follow party
supremacy. While partisanship con-

tinues bitter and pronounced and sup-
plies so much of motive to sentiment
and action, it is not fair to hold public
officials in charge of important trusts
responsible ior the best results in the
performance of their duties, and yet in-

sist that they shall rely in confidential
and important places upou the work of
those not only opposed to them in polit-
ical affiliation, but sj steeped in
partisan prejudice and rancor that they
have no loyalty to their chiefs and
no love for their success. Civil service
reform does not exact this, nor does it
require that those in subordinate posi-
tions who fail in yielding their best ser-
vices, or those who are incompetent,
should be retained simply because they
are in place. The whining of a clerk
discharged for indulgence,or incompeten-
cy, who. though he gained his place by
the worst possible operation of the spoils
system, suddenly discovers that he is en-
titled to protection under the sanction of
civil service reform, represents an idea
no less absurd than the clamor of the ap-
plicant who claims the vacant position
as his compensation for the most ques-
tionable work. The civil service law
does not prevent the discharge of the in-- 1

dolent or incompetent clerk, but it docs
prevent supplying his place with
the unfit party worker. Thus, in both
the phases is seen benefit to tha public
tervice. And the people who desire
good government, having secured this
statute, will not relinquish
without protest. Nor are they unmind-
ful of the fact that iu full advantage

can only be gained through the oomnlete
good faith of those having its execution

It is a source ot considerable and not un
natural discontent that no adequate pro-
vision has yet been made for accommodat-
ing the principal library of the govern
ment. Ot the vast- collection oi books and
pamphlets gathered at the Capitol, some
i 00.000. exclusive oi manuscritts. mans
and the products of the graphic arts.
also ot great volume and value, only
about 300,000 volumes, or less than half
the collection, are provided with shelt
room. The others, which are increasing
at the rate of from 25,000 to 30,000 vol
umes a year, are not only inaocessible to
the public, but are subject to serious
damage and deterioration from other
causes in their present situation. A
consideration of the fact that the library
of the Capitol has twice been destroyed
or?damagcd by fire and its daily increasing
value and importance as a place of de-
posit ot books under the law relating to
copyright, make manifest the necessity
of prompt action to insure its proper ac-
commodation and protection.

DISTRICT AFFAIRS.
My attention has been called to a con

troversy which has arisen from the con-
dition of the law relating to railroad
facilities in the city of Washington,
which has involved the Commissioners or
the District in much annoyance and
trouble. I hope the difficulty will be
promptly settled by appropriate legisla-
tion. The Commissioners represent that
enough of the revenues of the District
are now on deposit in the Treasury oi
the United States to repay the sum ad
vanced by the government for sewer im- -

uri Iu 1, rt I ,i li sr.. C T n n " ?1

1SS4. They desire now an advance of
the share, which ultimately should be
borne by the District, of the cost of ex
tensive improvements to the streets of
the city. The total expense of these
contemplated improvements is estimated
at $1,000,000, and they are of the opinion
that a considerable sum could
be saved if they had all the
money in hand, so that contracts for the
whole work could be made at the same
time. They express confidence that if
the advance asked for should be made
the government would be reimbursed the
same within a reasonable time. I have
no doubt that these improvements could
be made much cheaper if undertaken to-
gether and prosecuted according to a
general plan. .

The license law now in force within the
District is deficient and uncertain in
some oi its provisions, and ought to be
amended. The Commissioners urge,with
good reason, the necessity of providing a
building for the use of the District gov-
ernment, which shall better secure the
Bafety and preservation of its valuable
books and records.

THE PRESIDENTIAL SUCCESSION.
The present condition of the law re-

lating to the succession to the Presidency
in the event of the death, disability; or
removal of both the President and Vice-Preside-

is such as to require imme-
diate attention. This subject has re-
peatedly been considered by Congress,
but no result has been reached. The
recent lamentable death of the Vice-Preside-

and vacancies at the same
time in all other offices, the incumbents
of which might immediately exercise the
iunctions of the Presidential office, has
caused public anxiety and a just demand
that a recurrence ot such a condition ol
affairs should not be permitted.

CONCLUSION.
In conclusion, I commend to the wise

care and thoughtful attention of Con-cre- ss

the needs, the welfare and the as
pirations of an intelligent and generous
nation. To subordinate these to the
narrow advantages ot partisanship or the
accomplishment of selfish aims is to vio-
late the people's trust and betray the
people's interests; but an individual
sense oi responsibility on the part of
each oi us, and a strong determination to
perform our duty well, must give us a
place among those who have added in
their day and generation to the glory and
prosperity ot our beloved land.
