. posed to recogn'ij Alexander, the Bul-
garian King, as Governor, nder the
tuzerainshlp of Turkey, of the province
of Eastern Koumelia, the district whose
junction with Bulgaria was the occasion
ol the war. The Servians made attack
upon the Bulgarian outpoetc, but in each
instance they were repulsd. The check hat
perhaps facilitated negotiations, far tut
London Times of Saturday last had the fol
lowing: "The Eastern dilliculty may be
regarded as virtually settled. The powers
have agreed to recognize the union of the
Bulgarian. A Demarcation Commission
has been appointed, which insures an
armistice t f a nion'.h, and will hardly fail
to secure peace. Should the proposition
to place Eastern Koumelia under the au-
thority of Bn'.gina ba resi zed, the revo-
lution that caused the whole outbreak in
the Balkans will have been practical!?
