The Atlanta, ('t attaaooga, Columbus and
Nashville Clubs la Favor of Reinstate- - .

mcnt Charleston Mast Gire Cp.

The Nashville American of yetterday
states that Manager John L. Sneed of the
Memphis Baseball Club returned last
night from Atlanta, where he went to csn-su- lt

with the management Cf the Atlanta
club as to the coarse to be pursued by his
club in the effort to be reinstated in the
Southern League. He waa present at a
meeting of tbe directors of the Atlanta
organization, and was given the following
letter by Mr. Collier, the managing
director of the above club:

Atlanta, Ga.. December 16, 1885.

Capt. S. T. Came), President Memphis Base-
ball Association, Memphis, Tenn.:
Mt Dean Sib I have made two efforts to Induce

Columbus to move in the- matter of the rein-
statement of the Memphis club, but so far have
received no reply. Will write again y and
give them Atlanta's ultimatum, which is that
unless Memphis is reinstated Atlanta will retire
from the Southern League. We have not yet de-
termined upon our course beyond tbat. but I
think I can safely say that we will be in the field
next season, and that Memphis will he in the
name league with us. if she so desires. This I
bave stated to Mr. ;?noea lours respectfully,

Mr. Sated says that it had not been five
minutes after Mr. Collier finished writing
theabsve letter, when he received a Utter
from an officer of the Columbus Club,
which raid: "We have come to the con-
clusion that Memphis has been wronged.
and we intend to do all in our power to
have the wrong righted." Immediately
upon the receipt of tbe above the Atlanta
club wrote Mr. roudnt, requesting him
to call a meeting at once to reconsider the
vote on giving Charleston the place and
franchise of Memphis in the League.
Columbus, Chattanooga and Nashville
have f ;rwarded similar requests.

Immediately after tr.e meeting of the
league, at which Memphis was expelled,
Mr. Proudfit stated to representatives of
the Atlanta, Chattanooga, Memphis and
Nashville clubs, that if four of the original
clubs of ithe League would request him to
call a meeting for the purpose of reconsid
ering the vote, be would do so. bo there
is little doubt but tbat the meeting will be
called at an early date.

When at the meeting, November 10th,
the Macon and Augusta representatives
tried to press the vote upon the expulsion
of Memphis, botb Mr. .Knowlas of Atlanta
and Mr. Sneed of Memphis offered to pay
then and there the amount due the League
by the Memphis organization. The At
lanta Club now has in its possession a let'
ter written a day or so after the League
meeticg, by a gentleman interested in the
Macon Club, to the Columbus Club, in
which, among other things, he says "had
they (referring to Memphis) chared to pay
the amount due. they would not have
been expe led.

i ne reinstatement oi aiempnis aenenas
entire'y upon tbe president of the
League. Should he call the meeting as
requested the vote would probably stand:
For reinstatement Atlanta, Chatta
nooga, Columbus and Nashville.
AxaiDst it Maccn, Aogusta and Sayan
nah. Of course Charleston cannot vote
upon this question, as it affects her hold-
ing the membership ia the League.
Should President Proudfit not call the
meeting there is little donbt but that tbe
National Arbitration Committee will hold
the expulsion of Memphis to be illegal
upon the ground that it takes a two-thir-
