At this
age of 13 .iho began writing for publica-
tion, and her work attracted some atten-
tion, notably that of Henry Sartor, who
was known by his pen namo of Frank
Leslie.

Shs married Mr. Leslie, and when ho
died in 1SS0. leaving his estate $u'00,000 in
debt and his IS publications In the hands
of trustees, his wife under the law as-
sumed the namo of Frank Leslie and
took peisonal charge of the business.
