Moemboers of the association, after the
meeting, would make no announcement
of what took place, but it I» underutood
that the nmount agreed on was $8,000,000,

Lavi L. Rus, chnirman of the Clenring
House Committea and president of the
Philadelphin Noationnl Bank, sald that the
institutions in this city would subscribe
whatever pmount Secretary of the Treas-
ury McAdoo shall decide. He sald that
information had not yet renched this
cltyelty as to the exact amount institu-
tlons here will be asked to furnish,

“Philndelphin standeg ready to furnish
her quots,” sald Mr. Rue.

How the individual bianks will eontrib-
ute 1o the fund could not he learned, nor
how the amount will be divided among
them,

Formation of n svndleate will he the
firat notual business that will be done,
It 1a believed nand not more than two or
three days will be needed for this, ot
the most, In this syndicate there will be
Included the eity banks In the roserve
eltlen of New York, Chicago and St
Louls, Since many large citles ara llsted
a# country banks these mnay also be
asked to conteibute.
