Many of the ownera of “"movie” hounes
about town, who recelve filma from the
exchanger and who are afrald of being
fined for uslng pletures they know
ahould bear the Stata senl, simply use a
senl of thelr own, Thia Is one of the
new troubles that confront the Board aof
Censors,

Up to the present there have besn but
few nrresta of those who have violatad
the rule covering the act of 1811, which
prohibits the use of any Alm that haa
not passed the State Board of Censors.
Four or flve who have been arrested
have been fined $50.

The rule, which went into effact nn thy
first of Spptember, has not been strictiy
kept by owners of “movle’ showa und
the State Hoard has been Inclined to no
ensy with them for the present. By tus
first of December the law will be atrictly

enforeed.
