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The turning movement of the Allies is meeting with fierce resistance ap the part of the Germans on a line running from Tergnier to St. Quentin, but the
French outposts are believed to have penetrated farther north and are threatening the German rear, though it has been reinforced by General von Boehn's

commands.

On the extreme right of the French the Germans are attacking Verdun and the entire line of frontier forts from Verdun to Toul with heavy

siege guns brought from the fortress of Metz. On the Oisle the engagement is of the most violent character, and at Noyon the French were forced to retire,
although later, renewing their offensive.

LIQUOR MEN PROFESS THEIR
READINESS TO SHOW BOOKS

Deny That Their Records Are Being
Removed From City.

Leaders of the Hquor men backing Sen-
ator Penrose in the senatorial campalgn
are evincing Interest In the progress of
the investigation started in Washington
to dig Inte the Penrose primary election
“slush fund.”

Denlals were made vesterday by sev-
eral laquor leaders that they were opirit-
ing their books out of the State, With
one accord they sald they welecomed an
investigation of any kind and sald they
would be glad to give the Senate Com-
mittee any assistance,

Neil Bonner, president of the Pennsyl-
vania Federatlon of Liquor Dealers,
frankly admitted that he and other ofs
ficers of the various llquor men's or-
ganizationn were advising thelr constitu-
ents to vote for FPenrose. Bonner asald
visited State Democratic Chlalr-
man Maorris and tried to persuade him
that the Democrats Keep the llquor ques-
tion out of thelr campalgn. Falling in
this, he sald, he and his colleagues had
gone to the support of Penrose for thelr
own protection.

“It 15 quite true that we solicit funds
from our members—$25 ench,” sald Bon-
ner. “But this money s solely for the
upkeep of our organization, Whether any
muoney got to Penrose, as alleged, s a
matter of which 1 know nothing. But
wa are not wlarmed over this |nvestiga-
tion, and are ready for them at any
time,"

Charges that the Anti-Saloon League
wis fosterlng the Penrose investigation,
and that back of them stood political in-
lerests, were made by

an officer of the Pennsylvanla State
Brewers' Assoclation. Ettla waa in fight-
Ing mood when seen at hia office In the
Land Title Bullding.
