Russians Stem New Offen-
sive, Taken After Fierce
Repulse, Eight Miles From

Warsaw.

PETROGRAD, Ost. 17,

Glgantla onslaughts by tha German
gorcen along the battls lins In Russian
Poland havs been rapulsed, with savare
Josass, by Rumalan troops, it is offelally
announced today.

After having been driven back from
Warmaw, the Germans agaln took the of-
fanalva, but agaln they wera rapulsed.
Many prisoners and guns wefp (aken by
the Russians, In Galleln, the atntemant
pays, the slege of Prasmysl continues, and
the fall of the fortress is only n mattar
of daya,

Tha ofMelal slatement says:

“Gigantic onalaughts of the Clarman
forces all along tha big battle line In
Ruselan Poland have been repulsed with
gevora lonmes to the enemy,

After having driven back from Warsaw
after they had advanced to within sight
milea of that clty, the Garmana from the
entranched positions again ton kthe of-
fenalva, bit every attneck made by them
was repuleed and they were agaln driven
back.

"Wa hava let the enemy tnke the of-
fenalve for strategle rensons, They hava
lost many men In killed, wounded and
prisoners, and we have eapturéd many
guns and ammunition corps,

“Nenr Tvangorod the Germans trled n
night assault. Our troops threw thelr
mpearchliights on the advancing enemy, and
in the terrific battle which ensued the
Germans wora utterly reuted with heavy
los®en.

“Tn the Gallelan theatra of war we are
eentinulng our heavy bombardment of
Przemysl. All sortles mnade by the gar-
rizson thers have been repulsed. Tho at-
tucks by the Austrinns seem to be wenk-
ening. The fall of the fortress still Is
a matter of but A few dnyve, ns every
afdvantage Is with our troops.'*

WAR OPERATIONS OF DAY
SHOW ALLIES ON DEFENSE

Expert Declares Situation Puzzling That Superior French
and British Force Cannot Hold Invaders—Germans
Now Aiming at Paris By Way of Calais, Is Belief.

By n MILITARY EXFERT

PARIR, Oct. 17.~Milltary sxperis here
are of tha opinion that the Germans Have
by ne means relinquished tha hope of
antering Paris, hut, aftar their experi-
enices of the routs via Complegns and
their repulss on the Marne, thay hava
now econcelved anothar plan,

The new Idea evidently s to break
Into France at Dunkirk and march down
In an Immenss éolumn paratiel with the
men, but not near snough to Fisk any
notlon of the British flast against them, to
Rouen and Hnavra. If thay could seise
oithar or hoth of these towns the ad-
vanos wonld ha continued nlong the rich
vallay of the Beine, The movement of the
Alllan ta the Channsl apparently has
chrokied this advance.

In additlon, It is guite evident (hat
Germnny's attempt to advancs through
tha reglon about Verdun has hean blocked
by the stubborn resiatancs of the huge
army dafending the Verdun.-Toul forts. In
that quarter, howsver, violent fighting
again Is reported,

Halfway betwean the Mosells and
Meiig®, A= one mov wantward In this
quadrangla Verdun #oul - Nancy - Mats,
thara risa the hslghta of the Meuss, of
which we read so much In tha dls-
patches, 1t Is & reglon of hills, woods and
eountloss streams, untraversed by rall-
ways, but cut up by numerous strategie
roads, the passea guarded by numerous
fortifientions, hoth on the eant, where the
helghts open upon the plain of Woevrs,
and on the wast, whorns the passes leaqn
down to the Meuse. The stronger fortifi-
eatlonas nre at the western exits on the
Mause., They form a chaln along the
eastern bank of the river from Verdun
through Cienleourt, Troyon, Lea Paroches,
St Mihlel, Camp des Romalns. The en-
tire reglon may be visuallzed an o thick
hedge, an enormous barb-wire entangle-
ment, criss-crossed  with trenches and
studded with hidden fortifications and
battories. Tha hill of Hattonchatel, 1390
feat high, marks the southern boundary
of this helght of land. i

Dispatches tell of the Prench belng In
control of the road from Nancy to Meta
as far an Pagny, on the frontler. Thia
would Imply that the Important position
of Pont-a-Mousson, on the Moselle, which
the Germans occupled early In the cam-
palgn, I8 either in the hands of the
French, or, what Is more likely, s belng
eerfotigly mennced. In othehn, words, the
German  wedge thrust forward to the
Meuss from Metz is belng hammered by
the Freneh from Verdun on the west
and from Toul and Naney on the south;
and in the oMelal statement from Parls,
thnt the French are moving forward
south of the rond from Verdun to Metz,
thers Is an Indication that the German
wadge is helng nteadlly efected from
French terrftory. Tt is plain that an
enstward advance of only five miles by
the Franch from the helghts of the
Menve might shirt
Verdun to Meta.
