At homea,
snfely, securely, profitably at home, Doesn't
that argue something for the enterprize, for
the wealth, for the =meal for Improvement
which seem ta he the exclusiva property of
our people? Bless you, In comparison with
thelr llka elsewhers, our Bilas Hawkinses nrs
purse-proud plutoerats, every one of them.

At Tussday's
election the people adopted & charter under
which five commissioners, to be slected a
year hence, will tuke the place of 27 Alder-
mean elected by wards and nine Counecllmen
eleotad at large. The ward system, which, it
ia claimed, Is one of the blg causes of min-
government and corruption, s abolished so
far as the slection of city officials is con-
cerned. The vote gave a 12,000 majority,

Commenting on the change, the Knicker-
bocker Press, of Albany, says: “This marks
the first substantial victory of the advocates
of o aunﬂ:r form of city governmant in &
astruggle ting ten years, ‘ith Its present
unwieldy blcameral system of government
the second city of New York, with a popula-
tion of about 606,000, has been going from
bad to worse for more than 20 yemrs.
