The Indra Is Indeed ‘& prize, with 2820
tons of nitrate of mods, material for
ammunition for the warring natlonns,
which, when the Indra sailed from Taltal
on Juns 11, was valued at about §136,000,
and now may be sold for nearly s million.
This her skipper, Captaln Willy Karstadt,
suys is one of the fortunes of war, and
he ia golng to hold on to It because he
eannot take It to its English owners in
Dunkirk and cannot communicats with
his agents In Hamburg,

Captain Karstadt jubllantly related the
yarn of his artful dodging In two stormy
ogenns to evade capture. He might have
been salllng on the planet Mars up to
August 3, so far as his knowledge of
happenings on thls sphere went. He was
then two months and & half out and had
Just cromsed the Equator, golng from the
Houth Atlantie into the North Atlantle,
The frolica incidental to orossing the
line, including a vialt from Neptune, per-
sonated by a German tar, had been In-
dulged In when a Swedlsh frelght steam-~
ship was spoken by & megaphone and
usked uhout the news of the world ashore,
The response to the question sent over
the wave from the Swede nearly knocked
the German akipper off his feet, He
lemrned that sll the world wes at war
with hia country and that crulsers were
out after German prizes In all the seven
or more seas. The mate and the 19 Ger-
man seamen were flabbergasted.
