MEYER DECLARES

Former Secretary of Navy
Points Out Need for Keep-
ing Open Panama Canal
and Commercial Routes.

NEW YORK, Nav. 0.—George wvon L.
Mayer, former Secretary of the Navy,
made the following statemant yesterday:

“What is not gonerally known In our
country as to the decreansd efMclency of
the United States navy during the past
1 months 18 common knowledge to the
Governments of the great naval Powors
of the Eastern and West Hemispheores.

“While the Russian natlon, previous to
its war with Japan, was ignorant of its
deficlency In the army and navy, It wns
well known and approcinted by the mill-
tary authorities of Japan, and it was
recognized by thelr experts that In &
naval contest with Russla they were in
no way joopardizing thelr eountry,

“The alm of every Hecretary of the Navy
ghould be the highest efMclency of the
battleship fleet, Including ita auxilinries,
with a preparedness throughout tha navy
commensuriata to any occasion which
might urise.

"The succens of a great manufacturing
plant can ba tested by the consumers' ac-
ceptance of the product and the dividends
returned to the stocitholders.

“In the navy the output, not deter-
minable by the publls, s military
efficiency, the annual dividend peacs,

the stock dividend muccess, which when
declared In the fnal crisls Is enormous,

“Tha present war ahould domonstrats
to the cotton growers of the South, the
farmors of the West and the manufacs
turers of evary State the need of thia
country In the future of A powerful navy
to keep open the Paunama Canal and the
commereinl routes of the Atlantle and
Pacifie necessary for the export of thelr
products,

"It devolves upon the press to sducate
publie gentiment of this country to the
need of an eficlent and well rounded
nayy. For Congress will not aot on Its
own Initiatlve In this respect, and will
ac! only when the country demands IL*
