A A, U. OFFICIAL
SAYS MEREDITH
WILL BE BARRED

Penn Runner Not Eligible
to Compete in Big Boston
Meet, Maintains A. J.
Lill—Orton Is Surprised.

The tack and fAeld authorities at the
University of Pennsylvania are duo for a
rude awnkening when they attempt to
include “Ted'" Meredith upon ones of the
Penn relay teams at the Boaton Athletie
Association games In February, accord-
ing to no less authority than Alfred JT.
Lill, the president of the Amateur Ath-
lelle Unlon. Meredith will not be per-
mitted to wear tho big “P’* either in the
B, A. A, or any open Amateur Athlelle
Unlon affair, although it will be per-
fectly poasitde for Meredith to wear the
Ponnaylvania insignia In the intercolle-
glate champlonships or any of ‘he Penn
dual meels, \]

Meradith's offense, (f such It may be
termed, conslsts of having represented
the Meadowbrook Club, of Philadelphia,
rather than the University of Pennsyl-

vinla In his Indoor starts this winter In
Bosten, New York and Buffalo,

"It I8 one of the rules of the Amateur
Athletie Unlon that college athlétes can-
not represent club organizations during
the college seanson and still remain eligible
to run under the varsity colors in open
meets. This rule hita Meredith sguarely
on the hend, and It is altogether surpris-
ing that elther Meredith himaelf or the
University of Pennsylvanla suthorit|es
should have overlooked the facte. Penn-
sylvania and Meredith both may be ex-
pected to put up a fight, but to no avail.
That Meredith has been entered and ad-
vertlsed as competing for the Meadow-
brook Athletic Club leaves absolutely no
room for argument, In the days wlen
the lote lamented “Mike” Murphy looked
out for track nthletics at Pennsylvania
the Quakers never found themselves In
the position they now are. Meredith's
wbeence ls going to prove a blg blow to
Fennsy's chances In the Indoor compet!-
tions Penn has in sight for the winter
season.”

Dyr. George Orton, athletle coach of the
University of Pennsylvania, was very
much surprised when called upon to give
hiy opinion of the Meredith case. Doctor
Orton stuted: “I am under the Impression
thut Meredith may represent the Meadow-
brook Club In open meets of the Amateur
Athletic Union, but is unquestionub)y
eligible to represent the varsity Iin tho
contests that are termed closed to col-
lege teams. The Boston relay race in
which Ted will run for Penn is one that
has bean called a college relay, 1 be-
lleve this race to be one cloged to col-
Jege teams, and am of ths opinion that
the rules will permit him—If he carea to
do so—to run & Tace for the varaity und
thea Iater compete for the Meadowbrooks,
both on the same night. Mr. Lill may
construe the meaning of the rule differ-
ently from me, but It remains to be seen
which is right."

Meredith takes the same view of the
sltustion as Deoctor Orton. Ha under-
standy that by electing' to reopresent
Meadowbrook In open competition he s
barred from representing Pennsylvania in
Buch mests, But, he malnlains, that the
event of the BHoston meet in which he
wishes to represent Pennsylvania, in
closed to Pennaylvania, Cornell and Dart-
mouth, and that, therefore, the A. A, 1I.
u:itlmrﬂleu have nothing to say en this
point.
