“Being rloh 18 no slgn of ungodiiness,'
mid Bishop Garland, "It Iz belng abla
to be rich knd yet he godly that counts,
Our one great laeck is th having nothing
to do. I do not refer to the unemployed
wrho oannot help themselvea, Wa should
do nll we can to help thesa men. No
matter how rich we are, wo should find
something to do. Tt occuples tha mind,
It s not the manner In which wa lve
that counts o much as the Jove wa show
in lving."”

DIVINE POWER ON EARTH

The Rev. C. M. Jacobs Explains It as
Authority.

“Christ's Power Upon the World and
the Way He Used It" was the subject
of the noonday Lsnten sermeon presached
today by the Rev, C. M. Jacobs, of the
Lattharan Theologleal Beminary, at St
John's Lutheran Church, Raca and 6th
streets, The speaker sald that the power
of Christ !s spoken of not ms power In
the ordinary sense, but as nuthority.

“This,"" he anid, “has the guarantoe
and the limitations of power. There were
things that Christ could not do, because
they would have been beyond His au-
thority, He could not refuse to die and
Ha could not perform a miracls for
Herod.

“For the one thing that He cama to
do, His power was perfect and completa.
That one thing was to give eternal life.
Eternal life is life lived v and by the
love of God."

The bishop sald in the present age too
many men overlook the neceasity of fast-
ing: the work of the church ls to bring
this duty to thelr attentlon, especially In
the Lenten season.

Festing in particularly necessary, aa it
affects the hody, Bishop Rhinelander sald,
because it Is through the body that the
soul lg tempted.

He presented figures to show that
tha Keystone Company's profils were
lesa than 6§ per ocent,, and snld tha pro-
posed rates would reduce thess by one-
mixth.

Jones questioned the authority of the'
