BECK FINDS WILSON
POLICY CONTRARY TO
THAT OF WASHINGTON

Orator at University Day
Exercises of U. of P.
Degrees Conferred on
John G. Johnson and
Other Noted Men.

The need for preparedness on the part
of the United States to enforce respect and
repol Insult wis emphanized by James M.
Beck, of New York, former Assistant Al-
tarney General, speaking a2 the orator of
the day at the 170th Uplveralty Day oxor-
cimos of tha University of Pennsylvanin in
the Acndemy of Music today,

Mr., Beck's address”on ‘“The Forelgn
Policy of George Washington” followed
the conferriug of the degres of Doctoy of
Laws on Jolin G. Johnaon in the presence
of the trustecs, distingulshed visitors amd
THe Wtodent body of ‘the University. “The
neademy wan crowded to the doors,

Mr. Boack dwelt upon the declarations of
Washington that the fordlgn policy of
the Inited States should be a strictly
noautril one, but one enfarced by @
strength  capable of malntalning  the
dignity of the Govarnment. The Adminis-
tratlon was Inferentially criticlsed,

“Would Washington, of all men,” asked
Mr. Beck, "accept a policy which secks
to Umit the power and influence of the
Republic to the Western Hemlaphers, and
which attempts to surrender the world-
wide and benefleent influencs in the af-
faira of man, to which the gresatness of
our people and the strength of our re-
sources entitle us?"

Mr. Beck doubted the propriety of con-
sldoring Waghington as ths man of pance-
ful submission, He denounced those “who
would forever keep the Reépubllo In her
swaddliing clothes, and who for this pur-
poss invoke the great name of Woashing-
ton, They should first convines us that
it ho were President of potentially the
most powarful nation he would advise It
to yield precedencs to lesser and weaker
powers."

“1f the worid shaill hereafter move to
the consummation of collective responsi-
bllity for the maintenance of Interna-
tional peace' ha sald, “and If all na-
tiona shall wnite tp suppress any din-
turbance of the world's pemce, as In the
nature of civil war, can™t be that Wash-
ington intended that In such a movemsant
toward perpetual peace this Republic
should strround itself by a Chinese wall
of political isolation?”

In the vernacular it was to the
effect that the “fiy cops’ got new false-
foces."

When the crooks who fell into the tolls
ware llned up for tha regular “stick-up'
at City Hall today several of them gazed
into pew countenances. Thoy hud been
atcustomed to passing bLefore the delec-
tive mquad while the wsleuths concealed
their features only with the dalnty allk
misk mads populir at bal masgques which
conceal only the eycs and a portion ot
the nose.

Today the slouths looked the prisoners
over behind & formidable sheltér. ¥or the
purpose of protecting bis men from the
dangery due Lo recognitien by dangerous
charaoters Detoctive Captuin Cameron de-
clded on larger musks.
