REGULATION OF AUTO SERVICE
To the Editor of the Evening Ledger:

Sir—As8 a solution of the jitney and general
auto transportation problem, would suggest an
“automoblle Broad street station,' establlshed
to maintain n public passenger service depart-
ment, where owners may enllst thair motor
cars for nctive co-aperation, and make it poasi-
ble for roadway travelers to hire, lease or other-
wise acquire automobiles ot reasonable rates,
Rondway rapld transit should be systematized
on the same plan, in conelderation, as railway
rapld translt, and the spfeguard of an “automo-
bile transit voucher,' lasued under the nuspices
of the Department of Public Safety, would help
to Insura control and go a long way to prevent
many of the ills now prevalling In rental motor
Care.
