HUNTER BROOKE
ENDS LIFE WITH SHOT
BY PARENTS' GRAVES

Suicide in Cemetery at
Media in Early Morning
Startles Community and
Is Said by Family to Be
Unaccountable,

Member of Union League and
Well Known in Social Cir-
cles—Apparently in Good
Spirits a Few Hours Before
the Tragedy.

Hunter Brooke, business and club-
man of New York. was found dead to-
day, a suloide, batween the graves of hia
father and mother in the Medin cematery,
The hody was lying face downward,
Brooke had shot himeelf through the
mouth. The revolver was found beslde
hi'!lll"ll';n widow of the sulelde I8 now at
the home of Brooke's sister, Mrs, John
Branden Austin, Gurden City. Ehe gave
birth an week ago to a haby girl, and,
owing to her condition, has not yet been
told of the sulelde of her husband.

ZEPPELIN RAID
AWAKENS NEW
BRITISH FEARS

Bombs Dropped on
Three Suffolk Towns,
Destroying or Dam-
aging Buildings.

No Loss of Life Reported, But
Narrow Escapes Are Numer-
ous—Ninth Invasion by Ger=
man Aireraft Since Big Con-
flict Began.

LONDON, April 30

Destruction of a number of bulldinga
and dnmnage to others wans the sum total
of damnage done hy the Germans In their
Intest aerinl rald over England early to-
day. 'Thin raid, the ninth since the war
began, cnused no loss of lfe, As In
the cage of all previous visltations, nn
attempt apparently was made to do any
damage to fortifled positions.

Tells Political and Social
Academy We Compensate
in Alertness for What
We Lack of Organiza-

Mental alertness and a pecullar me-
chanieal aptitude, combined’ with great
inventive capacity, are American tralts
(hat will offeet the organization and scl-
entific application of HEuropean nations
in the fight for the world's commerce,
Unitad States Hecretary of Commerce
Redfield declared nt the second sitting of
he 10th snnual meeting of the Amari-
cun Academy of FPolitical and. Soclal
gclence, hold at the Walton thia pfler-
noon. ‘Theodors Marburg, former Min-
ister from the United States to Beolglum,
presided. Albert L. Hopkins, president
of the Newport News Shipbullding and
Dry Dotk Company, and W. 8 Kies, of
the forelgn trade departtment of the
Natlonnl City Bank, New TYork, were
clher speakers.

Reviewing the situation among the
three great competitors for international
trade, Oreat Britain, Germany and thae
United States, prior to the outbreak of
the war In Europe, Seerstary Redfeld
sald that, leeking the organization. trained
men. investments ubroad and fnancial
institutions In forelgn felds, it would
seem almoat impessible for the United
States to enter tha market of open com-
petition with her more fortunute rivals,

GREAT GERMAN ARMY
INVADES RUSSIAN SOIL

Czar's Fortress of Kovno Menanced by

New Move,
PETROGRAD, April 30,

The Important Russian fortress of Koy-
no on the Niamen rivar s meniced by a
great German force that has iInvaded
Flussla from east Prussin, sccording (o
reports recelved here today. The Ger-
mans have capturéed Rosslieny, 58 mlles
northeast of Tilslt, and are advancing in
force,

This movement (s regarded here as an-
other attempt to flank the Hussians on
the Niemen river front. The Germans
are sald to be under the command of
Prince Joachim, son of the Kalser.

Ruseian Intrenchments have beeén con-
#iructed an the east bank of the Dubausl
river and relnforcements have been dis-
patehed from Kowvno te Elragels to mest
the German advance.

The
Zeppelin Arally disappeared in the direc-
tion of the sen. Britigh seroplanes tried
to pursue tha raider, but lost It in the
fog.

Ona of the clearest st told was
by W. T. Eusgey, of 88 B hall road,
lpswich, who uaid:

“I was awnkened by a buzs, and al-
most Immediately I heard an explosion.
All of the windows of my house were
shiattered and the bullding set on fire.
I rushed into the strest, taking my wile
with me. 1 could see the alrship sbove
the clty, I went back then and carried
out my ¥oung son Hy that time the
entire bullding was on flre. The bomh
dentroyed tha back of It and mades a
big hole In the ground."
