MACKENSEN SMASHES
FOE'S LEMBERG LINES; |
CAPTURES 16,000 SLAVS

Teutons Open Double Of-
fensive on Galicia Invad-
ers — Austrians Sweep
Into Bessarabia—Battle
on Old Warsaw Front.

General Mackensen has dellvered a
series of smashing attacks against the
Russian lines defending thelr Lemberg
base on the west and northwest, it I8
reported in Berlin. Sixtéen thousand
prisoners have already been taken.

Germans’ 4n Gealicia are operating
against Lemberg in a new twofold
movement.

On the Ban, north of Jaroslau, the
Austro-Germans announce tha recap-
ture of Slenlawa by the troops work-
ing north from Przemysl and Jaroslau.

An important gain hasz been madae
by the Austro-German forces on ths
Dnlester., Petrograd admits the enemy
have crossed the Dnlester at ssveral
points, but gives no detalls of the ad-
vance, Vienna is equally vague about
thess operations, seying that the Aus-

tro-German forces “continue to make
progress,” with succeasful attacks

The Enstern Penltentiary, at 3lst streol
and Fairmount aventun, will be abandoned
within o fow years ne a reault of the
Hess bill, signed today at Harrlshurg by
Governor Brumbaugh., Tha bill provides
for the merging of the Eastern and Wenst-
ern Penitentiaries =t Rockview, near
Ballefonts, Centre County.

A  Erim-looking concrets deathhouse
and a small section of ths 20-foot con-
crete wall thut eventually will surround
tha entirs 000 acres are the only
structures now bullt on the Centra Coun-
ty plot, aave a few frame bulldings for
worltmen and the superintendent's cot-
tage. No change therefors will he mude
until buildings are erected and the wall in
complated around the tract.

Phlladelphians connected
prison system condemn the plan of
merging the penitentinries at Centre
County. The malpn reasons are that It
will cost more to keep ths convicts and
that it will result In cutting down thelr
visitors, owing to tha Increased cest of
tranaportation,

“"herry HIL" as the old gray plle at
#lut street and Falrmount svenue ia fa-
millarly known, has stood for nearly 100
years, It was bullt in 1523 and opened
for prisoners in October of 125 At the
present time thers are 1666 convicis in
the penitentiary. This ls slightly above
tha normal capacity, The prison occu-
ples a tract of 11 acres.

The Western Penitentiary, at FPitis-
burgh, houses between §00 and %00 con-
victs, Inmates of both prisons sventunls
Iy will ba traneferred to the enormaus
plot In the lonaly Centra County hills.
Bo far no plans have been made for the
disposition of the prison In thix city that
will b& abandoned. Bome officlals and
others interested in prison welfure think
it would ba a good plan to move Moya-
mensing Inmates Into the uptown prison,
which Is more commodious,

MeKENTY OPPOSHS CHARNGE
warden Robert J. McKenty expressed
the opinion today that what |5 needed 18
a prison 15 or %0 miles from FPhiladelphia.
