OVERBROOK FREIGHT
YARD BILL PASSED

Objections of Citizens of That
Section Ignored by Select
Council.

The Overbrook frelght yard ordinnnce
wan passed In Its original form by Be-
Iect Couneil this nfterncon by a voits of
11 to 12, Select Councliman Herbert L.
Rarin, of the Sth Ward, sustained by
Beleat Counocilman Ira D. Garman, of the
#th Ward, nattemptad to shelve the
measurs and then to amend It,
When the meawurs was reported out by
the Rallroad Committes, Councliman
Marin, In a long spesch, asssrted that the
ordinance wak unpopular In Ovarbrook.
He moved that it be sent back to com-
mittes. This was voted down. Motlonn
mnade by him, and peconded by Councll-
man Garman, to postpons action until Oc-
tober 7, and then to postpons action in-
definitely, were also vaoted down,
Marls then Introduced seven nmend-
mernte, smbodying all of the objections
rwhich the cltlzens of Overbrook have
made to the ordinance. Each one was
voted down in turn,
Overbrook residents have been vigor-
ously opposing the bill. Ewvery Council-
man has recelved & letter from the Over-
brook Assoclation, signed by Willlam E,
Lampe, necrotary, urging opposition to
the bill,
The ohjection waa ralsed that the ordi-
nance does not provide for the extension
of the tunnels as requented by the Ovar-
brook Association, nor for the slimination
of ear repalr shope or turntables, It was
pointed ont further that the city will
hnva to expend approximately $100,000 in
Improvementa for the construction of the
privicte rallrond yard.
