In tho old days when a
rallroad compuny warnted more engines thoe
president would come to the Baldwin works
in Philadeiphia, or go to the Rogers works
fn Paterson or the MeQueon works In Bohen-
ectady and huy what was for sale there, Ho
wns content with what the engine would do,
But today the rallronds are not content with
what the locomolive makera chooss Lo bulld
They wont to move a certiln number of
londed cars over a glven graode at so many
miles an hour, They may have low-grade
cunl available on that part of thelr line, and
the engine must bhe constructed to mnko
stenm cconomieally from fuel of that olass
The salesman must understand the princl-
ples of locomotive constructlon so thoroughly
and the steaming qualitles of all graden of
conl no well that he can tell after a brief
caleulatlon on the spot approximntely what
the enginea will cost nnd how he will solve
the problem., More than this, hls splution
must be nble to stnnd the test of exumination
by rallroad expertn. When It Is submitted
by the rallroad president to his hoard of
directora the rallrond experta of his financlal
advyigers will either approve or dsapprove,
and If they disapprove they will point out
thoe orror in the salesman's ealculations,
Ho, as Mr. Johnson explained, It {s Impera-
tive that the salesmnon know hls buslness, He
must have n thorough technicnl training. 1If
he has not smegured It in the tachnical
schools he must get It somewhere else, The
Baldwin worlkas, themselves, constituts one of
the hest technlenl locomotlve schools in the
world, Tho engineers there have solved the
problems ax they have arisen, and what they
have learned the technical mschools them-
gelves are now teaching to students, 'The
principles of locomotive construction have
been worked out in practice In the Hroad
street works more thoroughly and more coms-
plately than in any other machine plant in
the country,

Under present conditions, therefore, some
of the bast saleamen are developed from men
promoted from the englncering department,
They know both the theory and the practice
of design. But the sales force la recruited
from every department, wherever a man
with the necessary knowledge can be found.

The international saleaman must be & man
of different training snd equipment from
that rogquired of the man whose customers
are in the United Biates,

Mont of the aotivities of tha Federal Govarn-
ment reach out from Wanhinglon to confar
soma benellt upon local enterprise or the i(ndl-
vidual citizen, But the National Library, with
its comprolienalve colleation of books, prints,
munsic and (within the fleld of American his-
tory) of manuscripts, might seem to Lo of ume
only to the visitor to Washlhgton.

The fully effectlve use of the collectlon can
only be upon the premises. But this |s not to
say that the books and other muatter remain

Nor Is he limited to the published lists, Should
his tople be unrepresented in them be in &b
liberty to write directly to the library for &
spealal st upon It; and unlesa the tople be
onas upon which the ald of his own local lbrary
rhould prove wmufficlont, he will gat what he
asks for. Twelve or fifteen thousand such res
quests roach the library emch year und Are
anawered, even If they nre not for a list of
hooks, but for some specific Information; pro-
vided, of courss, the answer ia posalble through
o moderate referance and can be kept within
& modernte compass.

The justification of the responss (which In &
way assumen the library to be a sort of bureal
of information) ls= that with ita great collec=
tlons (excending now 5,000,000 items), Ita efficient
bibllographlec apparatus and Its staff of em-
ployes expert In the handling of this, it can
with a minimum of effort and expense render
n large and varled service which loenl inatitus
tions could'render, if at all, only by the multis
plication of effort and oxpense,

But the Ingquirer thus directed to the sources
of Information s only past the threshold of his
Inquiry. He still nesds the books themselves.
Well, If the books ars books which are not to&
be had nearer at hand, he may secure them
from the National Library. He has only to
ask his locsl llbrary to borrow them for-him,
and they will be sent—at his expenss for the
transportation.

There are, of course, limitatlons to such
loans; It I8 not the duty of the Federal Gove
emmant to substitute itself for local enters
priss, It in mot practicable to, furnish books for
mere racreation, or for ordinary self-instruotion
or gulture. These wre within the provinee of
the ordinary publle Nbrary., But wherse the
book (s-an untsual book, for the unusual nesd,
and the National Library has It, und can at
the moment spare it, it will be lont

Our citlgena engaged In werious vessarch—
though not a class by themnelves, for they Ine
clude svery ona with & problam of the momenl, -
even if unprofesslonal—are but & fractlon
the population. To the others who are using
thelr local Ubrarles for ordinary purpossa thers
Is another service, which, though indirect, may
prove of fundamental concern. This conslsts
the rellef afforded by the National Library 10
logal libraries by the publicstion swnd sale
{ta catalogue carde, These cards embody &
complete catilogue entry by author, and for
the moat part subject alio, for svery book eur
rently recelved by the Natlonal Library, and
the major portion of the books in ite existing
collaclion. They alsc Indicate the ¢lassification
af each book lu the collection here. They &M
“standard” In slzs and form, and may ba i
sorted Into the card eatalogue of any American
Hbrary., The price charged s but nominal

'here 18 no eltlzen having a serious problem
to which a lbrary may respond, and for whish
his looal Hbrary proves inadequats, who may
not lpok Lo the Nallonal Library for asslstsncs.
