That the remarkable trilogy of Mr
Daresford—"The linrly History of Jncob
Sahl'" A Candidate for Truth" and

But that {t easily ranks with the novels
of Wells, Galswerthy and Bennett, as
some of the critlcs wo bravely say, In &
quention of doubt, Wells has more vital-
ity nnd moves with greater force: Gnle-
worthy In an artist to the core, and even
his reallem never lets beauty of oxpres-
slon take n second place, With Mr
Heresford nelther vitality nor artistry
are no marked, and though it would be
Impossible to say he had falled In the
task before him—that of deploting the In-
timate and even trivial life af an ordinary
man, with human weaknesnes and ronc-
tlong=—to the greater, rather than the
leaser Interest of his readers, stlll he
Incks the frerdom of expressilon nnd de-
valopment which the trus renlism of tha
“Jean Cheistoph™ or the Russinn typs
accomplish o admirably.

And though "The In-
vinible Event" * bring him fMnoally to
middie-clasa marrings and domasticity
(nfter £ misernble sttempt at ay onrller
time) stlll there I8 no mistaking the fact
that there ia genuinenesa jn the develop-
mant, and loverm of realinm will find the
simpligity of the outcoms satisfyving
enough to forgive the evident lack of
vilanlity. Ewven a certaln kind of wenak-
ness may carry conviation with it; and
A writer who feely and thinks as Mr
Beresford dosn probably lacks vitality
from temperament,
