HORSEMAN WIESON
SAYS BROOD MARES
MUST BE KEPT HERE

President of Saratoga Rac-
ing Association Believes
Animals Should Be
Mated in America and
Not Sent Abroad.

Richard T, Wilsen, Jr., president of the
Saratoga Racing Association and himselt
& breedor of thoroughbred horses, soundeq
n note of wamning n few days ago ahout
permitting further shipmenta of dealr-
able brood mare atock from this coun-
try, snying In part:

“I mm mueh impressed by the plea
uttered recontly by Major General Beotl,
of the United Btates army, for the pres-
ervation of the type of mare capabla of
produdihg army horwes, and Congress
should tule action along the lines reo-
ommended by that distingulahed ofMoesr,
whoee knowledge of cavalry requirementsa
I mecond to none In the country. The re-
cent Intelligence that Rumsla during her
Invanion of East Prussla decimated the
splendid stud ostablished by the Intas
Count Lehndorf, taking in all 20,000 brood
marea of the highest class, means that
Germany as well as France, Austria-Hune
wnry nnd other nallons, wiil be in the
market for breeding stock the momaent
pance In deelnred,

VIt In only naturnl that thin country
should ba & Meccn for those who want the
boat, We have a shortage of thorough-
bred mares becauss of the corippling of
racing for the Iast seven years, but now
that better daya aro in prospect we ahall
apeodily remedy that. There s & lack
uldo of that type of mare, with or with-
out a dash of warm blood, that would
throw a trooper's mount If mated with o
thoroughbred sire. Tha question, Is one
which should engage the attention of the
Natlonal Beecurity League, Whoae gen-
eral call Is for preparedness, and 1f they
Wl investigats the situation they will
disoover that we are In a bad way for
cavalry remotnta.

“The fact that the dppropriation for
expariment work in horse breeding by
the United States has been out from
150,000 two years ago to half that amount
for tha next 12 montha,"” continued My,
Wilson, “"wounld Indlcate a polley that s
not caloulated to place this country In
the poaition 1t sheuld ocoupy among the
natlons of the world, Assuredly those
who are responaibls for this polloy are
not famillar with conditions as they
oxist today, and tho subject ealls for a
thorough alring when Congress con-
venes,"

In ¢ommenting upon the approaching
meeting at Barntoga, which mekns so0
much to the farmer apd horne breeder of
pontral New York Saturday always be-
Ing “Farmers' Day,” Mr, Wilson sald:

“The plan of standing thorodghbred
hurses throughout New York Btate under
the countrol of the Jockey (Ulub's Bureaw
of BPreeding and the offering of special
prigses for the get of (he horses at the
various falra In of great scomomio nde
vantagns to the State. While the Bara-
toga meeting I8 on, farmers take the
keeneat sort of Interest in the horses that
are racing, and they are quick to plek out
the type or slre that s bomt suited to
eross with thelr mares. It wgs somewhat
AlMeult to get them interested at nrst,
but now thay realise that there is & ready
market for all the half breeds they can
produce.

“Wa huve in view a plan whereby the
turmer will be Instructed in the manner
by which he can moat quickly turn his
horss Into money. Tha proper care and
tesding of the mare and foal Is, of
opurse, essentinl, but the breaking and
developing of the colt after it has renched
thres years of ame Is guite am Important.
It I8 amazing the ehange that a few
woeks’ handling, even by &n AmAteur
will make, and the faet that half bresds
pammand u ready sale In the autum of
thair three-year-old form Is u factor in
their favor, the furmar realizing that he
does not have to winter the animal, ns
would be the case of & heavier type of
horse, which canngt he put to work st a
leas mature nge”

“It fs to be hoped,” sald Mr. Wilson,
in conclusion, “that Congreas will hearken
to the nppeals of men Nke General Scott,
who knows tha pountry’s needs, snd that
the maximum which the Government now
pays for a three-yeur-old cavalry remount
will bo increased fram 7% to & fgure
where the farmer and horse breeder will
b enabled to place his horee on the mars
ket at & profit. ‘We will get more and
better horses under this plan, and the
preeding Industry will be stimulated ass
tanishingly. Other countries are lavieh
with thelr monsy when It cames Lo the
promation of horse breeding, and some of
them give four and even five timoa s
much as our entire appropriation for &
single wire, mnd think the money well
spent, We have milllang for other things
that do not oulmossure vur horwe Inters
ests. Thin lu & day when we can't afford
to lat anybody beat us at anything and
the tima is ripe for action In connsellon
with the safeguamiing of our hores b+
iereste’”
