But businesa is not always
friendship—often timen It leads to the very
reverse, to war and ¢ruelly nnd even the de-
etruction of natlons and the politieal and
racinl disruption of people. How poor China
hia siulfered hecause of business and trade!
What armies and navies, what men and
money, have been used to bnok up the recom-
mendationa of the consular and business
nagents!

Will Protect Merchants and Traders

Do not for a moment think that I am speak-
Ing as one opposed to the legitimate reports
made by such officers. Not at all. Indeed,
it s quite unnecessnry for me to aay that on
bohalf of Chinn | welecome merchants and
trnders to all our porta and markets—{rom
the const to Tibet, and that they not only
will ‘be glven welcome In the usual sense of
that friendly word, but that the¥ will be
given fullest protection in the prosecution of
wll thelr legitimate enterprisos,

No, I do not discourage or bellttle the con-
sular reports, but it Is my contentlon that
they do not go far enocugh toward the
cementing of real friendships bhetween na-
tlona, Our forelgn offices, according to opin-
lona long entertained by me, should be open
to the volees of the peoples by which they
are supported. In times of nntlonnl anger or
pagaion It would he well to close all avenues
of communication, for the old Chiness prov-
erb that "if two women are allowed to talk
long enough there will eventually be a halr
pulling® Is more or less trus when applied to
natlons. But when there are messages of
good will and concord to be transmitted from
one people to anaother, I bellove It in the great
and sacred duty of the forelgn offices to ro-
celve, send and give widest publicity th such
peace-preserving and peace-attaining ‘com-
municatlons,

Will Not Forget American Friendship

My great and [lustrious friend, Viceroy
LI Hung Chung, since depurted to join the
glorious anceators of our race, did often
sny to me that while Americih was the
only country of the world which denled
admittance to our countrymen, it was also
the only nation which stood llke the Great
Wall between China and dismemberment:
