PENSION FUND GROWS

Safety Department Employes Raise It
to $10,000 This Month.

The pennlon fund for clty employen,
provizion for establishment of which was
mude by o recent net of the Lexinlature,
will reach §10,000 thla month. More than
800 employes on the ety salary roll con-
tributed 2 per cent. of thelr warrnnts to
the fund today, nnd It s predicted that
bhefore January 1, 1817, when the frst
penslons will be payable, the account will
have passed the 300,000 mnrlk.
