GERMANS CAPTURE LUBLIN,
RAILWAY CENTRE IN SOUTH

BERLIN, July 3L
Lablin, the large foriifled rallway cen-
tre of Foland, 95 miles southenst of War-
#aw, has beesn captured by Austro-Ger-

man troops, it was officlally announced
today. The Wpypr OfMce stated that the
city was occupled Friday,

The capture of Lublln was a master
stroke In the campaign of the Austro-
Germans to cut off the retreat of the
Rugsjans defending Warsaw becauss of
its important rallway communicationn

Lublin lles upon the rallway line run-
ning from Warkaw to Klev and nlso
upon a line running northeast to Sisdice.

The captured city |8 at the junctien of
the Bystrzyea and Vieprz Rivers. It has
a population of approximately 60,000, snd
befors the war was conalderad one of the
most beautiful cities in Poland.,

The highest type of Russian.architec-
ture wis displayed In the town hall, the
old palaces, the eathedral, the new mill-
tary hospital and the large technical
schoots pituated there. Before hostilities
cut off commercial activilles Lublin en-
joyed a conslderable trade in -lobacco
and other commodities.

For scveral weeks the Teutonle allles
under Fleld Mnrshal von Mackensen, of
the Germany army, and Archduke Joseph
Ferdipand, of the Austro-Hungarian
army, have been driving against the
Cholm-Lublin _ rallway line which In
renllty is but o sectlon of the strategic
rallroad running from the great foriress
of Ivangorod to Breat Litovek.

According to preconcelved notiona the
Russians would be compelled to take
roftuge behind the great fortress of Breat
Litovek., so Austro-German strategy em-
braced the plan of cutting rafl communi-
eatlons between the Russlan armies lying
on the Vistulan front and Brest Litovak,

Following the officlal anpnouncement
that the Austro-German troops had
broken through the Rusalan lines be-
twean Lublin and Cholm, thus' ¢utting
the Russian llne of communications In
that reglon, comes the announcement of
the oecupation of Lublin,

IS SUBMARINED

Five Lives Lost.
Thirty Americans on
Board — Two Die
After Rescue.

LONDON, July 3.—The British steam-
ehip Iberlan, owred by the Leyland Liba,
was sunk by u German submarins off the
aouth coast of Ireland on Friday,

Five membern of the Iberiin's crew
of 8 were killed. :

Two members of the Tberlan's crew
ware Injured so badly that they died
after belng picked up by a steamer.

The steamship was both shelled and
totpedoed by the submarine.

The underwater bost, one of the big
U typs, had a long-rangs gun mounted
upon her déck. Shelling proved too alow
for the German commander, however,
and he fired a torpedo Into her

The Iberian, & ship of 21 tons, was
bound from Liverpool to Boston, and was
reported to have about 4 Americans on
board. These were stock tenders who,
on the last eastward voyage of the
frejghter, helped care for n cargo of
horses that was brought here for the use
of the army.

A Lloyd's diapatch, reocelved hers at
noon, #tated that the survivora of the
1berian were beélng brought to land by &
trawler,

The Iberian, normally a 13-day bDoat,
was due to arrive in BHoaton August 19

The Iberlan was the first ship earrying
& curgo to an American port to be sunk
by 4 German gubmirine,

The original explunation of the German
admiralty was that a blockade had to be
sstablished and s war sone declared In
order to stop the shipment of war sup-
plies and foodstuffs into England.

The new pollay of the Germans In de-
stroying outward bourd ships, however,
indleated that Admiral von Tirpitzs has
plunned a bolder campaign by which he
hopes to deplete Great Britain's enormous
mearopntile commerce.

The destruction of the Iberian shows
that thsa Germand have adopled a new
submarins polley, Formerly the subma-
rines only attacked ships bound for Eng-
land., but now attacks are being mads
upon vesaels leaving this country.
