An Investigation waas Im-
mediately begun by Colonel Montgomaery,
chlef of the arsenal, in-onrder to lenrn
whether negligence could be found. Al
fusen are fitted with safety spaces, apd
it ia Impousible to fire them whila this
space o placed over the Ihdication mark
on the body of tha fuge. It s under-
wtood that the fuse which exploded was
helng Atted to a shell preparatory to fr-
ing. Whethar the top of the fuse turned
from “wafety’’ during the operation has
not been determined.
