The national guard will also come within
the scope of the league's activity.

"We have an exceptionally efficient
National Guard In this 'State," Colonel

Wledershelm said, "but we will not cease
until It is better. State Representatives
and Senators will hear from tho league
members throughout the State nnd from
nonmembers who have been awakened to

r the necessity for preparedness by tho
lesgue and by their own view of condit-
ions. There will be Inducements for ser-
vice in the Natlonnl Guard, If our tentat-
ive plans are followed. Wo might pay
the men for attendance at drill and In-

crease the remuneration at summer
camps.

"The league has only the best Interests
, of the country nnd the public at heart,"
' Colonel Wledershelm concluded, "nnd if

the public, unorganized, cannot bring
about adequate preparedness, then some
concentrated force must be called Into
sctlon If the United States Is to continue
Its reputation ns a world power and our
people are to live in penco nnd security."

ng of the Executive Committee of the
board of directors of the Philadelphia

RYAN FILES TRANSIT

BRIEF WITH PUBLIC

SERVICE COMMISSION

City Solicitor Refutes P. R.
T. Objections in Appeal
for Certificate of Public
Convenience to Permit
Start on Transit Work.

City Solicitor Michael J. Ryan filed n
brief today In the application of tho city
of Philadelphia bofore tho Public Service
Commission at Harrlsburg for a certif-
icate of public convenience to permit it
to extend Its transit facilities by means
of elevated nnd subway lines.

Mr. Ryan calls the attention of the com-
mission to whnt tho city believes is a nec
essary improvement In Its means of trans'
portntlon, nnd recites tho testimony al
ready submitted, showing overcrowded
conditions In the heart of town during
rush hours, the long delays In transportn
tlon of Djssengers. tho need of develop

'mont In tho city, Its spread In various di
rections nnd the necessity of meeting tno
Increased demnnds by extension of lines.

Mr. Hyan, In his brief, goes at length
Into tho history of tho movement for bet
ter facilities, and then tnkes up tho ques
tion as to tho supposed rights or the Phil-
adelphia Rapid Transit Company and Its
underlying companies, by virtue of certain
acts of assembly, nnd under Its contract
of July 1, 1007, with tho city of Phila-
delphia.

In Support of Its position the Philadel-
phia Rapid Transit Company deeppds on
tho act of 1860 The brief contends, how- -
over, that every lino of this act evinces
tho purpose that tho surface of Broad
street Bhall be beautified and made at-

tractive to the es'e and useful as tho cen
tral avenuo of Philadelphia. Not a lino
In tho entire statute Indicates nny pui-po-

to deal with that which cannot In-

terfere with Its use as a beautiful drive
way or highway, to wit:

A .road undr and wholly disconnected
with the surface of tho ground, In other
words, the statute had no rercrenco to
any Btructuro or contrivance which could
interfere with the purpose of maintain-
ing Broad street as a beautiful highway,
and certainly not to a subway, which,
at the time of the passage of the act, was

.UI1I1CU1U Ul.
In answer to the nrgumetn that. In or

der to construct a subway, condemnation
proceedings must .first be Instituted, tho
brief declares that If tho Transit Com-
pany will suffer nny damage by the con-

struction, Its remedy is to nppear before
the Board of "Viewers, who will be ap
pointed to determine tho amount of aam-ng- es

suffered, and there present such a
claim as It may have.

The objection of tho transit company
thnt the construction or tho subway lino
violates tho provisions of Its contract of
VXSl with the city Is dismissed with the
statement wns not Intended to debar the
city from Itself building subways and
elevated lines, but was "Intended to give
thnt company the privilege of building
such structures only as against other per-
sons, companies or corporations.

In concluding, tho petitioners submit
that the certificates prayed for should be
granted, and that the great City of Phila-
delphia should thus bo permitted to pro-
ceed with the work of the construction
of these lines of railway which are so
nccessnry to knit a Very extended city
Into one homogenous community, to In-

sure Its continual development, the in-

crease of the vnlue of property embraced
therHn, the promotion of the comfort,
safety, the convenience and the great
saving of the time of the community, anl
the enabling of this city to keep pace
with Its rivals In every part of the coun-
try. '

U. St WEAK IN AERONAUTS,
SAYS EXPOSITION FLIER

Art Smith Declares Exhibition Planes
Useless for Military Purposes,

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 3. "There are
less-th- an 200 aviators in this country
who would be of any value to the army
and the navy In case the United States
should become Involved in war. There
are even fewer aeroplanes."

Art Smith, a sensational filer of the
Panama-Pacifi- c exposition, expressed
that opinion today In discussing the
aviation arm of the country's service In
connection with the question of na-

tional defense, which President Wilson Is
to take up when he returns to Wash-
ington. '

"There are not mora than 100 aviators
outside the army and. navy who would
really be of service under present condl.
tlons," Smith said. "The question of ma-

chines would be worse for a time than
that of men. The exhibition machines
now In use In various parts of the coun
try would never serve for military pur-
poses. We would simply have to wait
until the aeroplane factories turned out
some aeroplanes that could be used and
then they would not be up to those at tho
disposal of the European armies."

GEORGE W.SCHOCK 90

YEARS OLD TOMORROW

Long a Professor in Central
High, He' Taught Many
Youths Who Became Leaders.

George W. Schock, who as professor of
mathematics In tho Central High School
for 30 years taught many boys who were
destined to become leaders In the com-

munity, wilt celebrate his 90th blrlhdnv
tomorrow. It Is said he Is the ol
school teacher In the country.

Frofcssor Schock. who lives on l

Mnnntawna avenue, rtoxborough, still
tnlns great vigor, despite a servkc Jl
more than 60 years as an educator He
still retains tho title of professor emeri-
tus nt Central High and takes great In-

terest In tho activities of the school Only
two months ago ho astonished the mem-
bers of tho alumni association by attend-
ing a mecetlng of that body and making
a vigorous speech. Ills full white beard
and hair wcro In contrast with his hearty
manner of address. Ho spoke for 30 min-
utes without sign of fatigue.

Professor Schock likes to talk about his
early days as a pedagogue. Since he first
started as a tinchor In Plymouth, Luzerne
County, he has seen many chnnges In
educational methods, not all of them, ho
thinks, for tho hotter. Ho recalls some
of the hardships ho endured when ho was
forced to wnlk mites In bitter cold weather
In order to reach his school, and thinks
that tenchors today have a comparatively
ensy time of It.

"Although I haven't tnught school for
10 years," he said today, "I feel physically
able to do bo."

Professor Schock retired from nctlvo
work In 1903, following an operation. He
attributes his excellent health to the ex-

ercise hu got In his younger days as a
teacher In a country school, when he
walked 10 or 12 miles every day, and to
tho careful manner In which ho has lived.

Among tho boys who Professor Schock
tnught at the Central High School were
A. Lincoln Acker, Samuel P. Jlotnn, John
C. Iltll, Walter E. Ilex, former Iteglster
of Wills, nnd several men who hnvo be-

come Judges In tho local courts.
After Professor Schock's first charge in

Plymouth, ho organized a school In
subsequently moving to n,

Chestnut Hill, Gcrmnntown and
Itoxborough, where ho assumed charge of
tho Mnnntawna Public School. Ho served
Bucceefllvely ns principal of three gram-
mar Bchools, tho Thomas Holme, Mount
Vernon nnd Lincoln, nnd In 1S75 was made
professor of mathematics In the Central
High School.

NO SCHOOL ROOM

15,000 CHILDREN

Same Number of Pupils as Last
Year Will Be on Part Time
This Fall.

There aro 200,000 boys and girls between
tho ngco of 6 nnd 16 years In Philadel-
phia, according to tho cstlmnto of Henry
J. Gideon, chief of tho Bureau of Com-
pulsory Education.

Mr. Gideon mado this cstlmnto publlo
today, basing his ngurcs upon returns
of tho school census, which Is nbout
completed. Flnnl figures will not bo avail-
able until September, but agents of tho
bureau have already visited every private
home In the city, and institutions in
which children rcBlde, so that the cstl-

mnto furnished by tho chief can bo re-

garded ns reasonably exnet.
Tho between tho number

quoted by Mr. Gideon and tho number
thnt will bo placed on the records
next month Is accounted for by clerical
errors nnd difficulties duo to tho change
of names among children nnd change of
addresses. A large numbor of pupils
have, for Instance, been registered In
school under tho nnmes of stepparents,
while their baptismal records gavo the
names of their natural fathers.

Of tho 2M.000 children, approximately
168,000 nre pupils of the public schools. Tho
remainder nttend private and parochial
schools or aro engaged In Industries. A
small number nre excused under the law
from working attending schools be-

cause of physical or mental abnormalities.
It Is estimated that 15,000 children will

be obliged to attend classes on "part
time" because of the Inadequacies of tho
publlo schools. Neither Gldoon nor
tho other Bchool officials would glvo an
csttmato of this number, but It wns stated
that tho number would bo about the same
as when school closed In June.

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VARE TO START RACE

FOR MAYOR IN WEEK

Congressman Will Respond to
Request of Labor Committee,
Leaders Predict.

Announcement of the candidacy of
Congressman William S. Vara for Mayor
before the end of this week Is being pre-

dicted confidently by political leaders to-

day following the action of the committee
of labor leaders yesterday that urged the
Congressman to enter the Republican
primaries as the "worklngmen's candi-

date."
Uhe formal request, made by a com-

mittee of twelve that went to tho office
of the Vnres In the Lincoln Building late
jestcrdny afternoon, is genernlly re-

garded ns the most significant step yet
taken to advance tho cause of the South
Philadelphia Congressman Lnto Inst
week Senator Vnro promised "sensational
developments" within a few days and the
move of the labor men Is understood to
fulfil his prediction.

It Is admitted that neither Senator Pen-

rose nor Scnntor McNIchol knew of the
action planned nnd added significance Is
given tho Importnnco of tho move for this
reason. Whllo In thlB city yesterday Sen-

ator McNIchol expressed himself ns still
confident of "harmony." nnd Republican
City Chalrmnn David H. Lano suggested
calling another "round-table- " conference
nt tho shoro to "clear tho situation."

The commltteo of labor men wns head-
ed by John J. Murphy, former president
of tho Ccntrnl Labor Union. A formal
letter urging the Congressman to

himself wns rend by Mr. Murphy.
Congressman Vnro thanked the men

for lliolr expressions of conlldcnco nnd
piomlsed to tnko their request under
consideration promptly.

When tho Congressman had concluded
his reply Erlo Hnnftt, editor of the labor
paper, the Plain Denier, nssured hltn
that sentiment has chnnged tremendously
In the Inst four years, nnd that many who
opposed his last cnndldncy would be
rendy to stand by him now.

In tho formal statement rend by Mr.
Murphy tho work of Governor Brumbaugh
