degrees.

The coldeat August on recorfl, nccordlng
e ttnnaactlona of the American

Society, which are accepted aa
authentic, Wna that of 1768. Tho avcroRotemperature for tho month was C3.7 de-

crees. That Implied lower dnlly tempera-
ture than those on record, but the dully
temperature record of the aocloty has not
survived. The coldeat August days as
far as la known were In 18S5 nnd ISM,
when (he mercury reglatered at 61 de-
grees.

In paaslng, It can be mentioned that
the coldest atimmor was that of ISIS,
which la generally called tho "year with-
out a aummer." The average tempera-

ACCIDENTS, NOT MEN,

HIT BY NEW LAW

Compensation Act Will Not
Militate Against Married
Employes, Officials Say.

Officials of one of the leading em
ployers' liability companies of the coun-
try, with offices In this city, today re-

futed the statement made recently by
Horaco SI. Schcll, a lawyer, thnt the
wotkmen's compensation law, which goes
Into effect next January, would lead em-

ployers to hire only single men. because
of the latger compensation Involved In
accidents to men with families depend-
ent nn them.

The officials Bald that tho Insurance
companies would make no distinction In
rate, other thlngB being equal, were one
may to employ none Gut single men and
another nonp. but married men.

"What we Insurance men concern our-
selves about," snlil one. "Is the safe
guarding against accident to everybody
on the part nf an employer. It Is not our
Interest particularly how mii'.'h we may
be liable for If some ono Is Injured. Wo
do not want to bo liable nt all.

"Sly company handles liability Insurance
In 20 States. In no enso that I nm nwaro
of has an employer over been asked how
many married and how many single men
he employed. The company bases Its rato
purely on the risk of Injury each work- -
