The Diractor, at a conference with the
Jitneurs, sald that the polics authorities
would regard tha jitney men In the same
manter as they Have herstofore and that
all breaches of the law would ba treated
mocording to the usual custom In such,
mutters. If fAnes are Imposed, he sald,
they will be collected In the usual way,
and the bonding company will not be
fnconvenlencad by any attempt to hold
them responsible for stch petty matters,
The director Informed the Jitooymen
that the dopartment could tuke no action

detrimantal to them, with regard to the
zone ordinance passed by Usunclls, as
Judge Bulzberger had not vacaied the
ordinance affacting this phake of the ques-
tlun and that disregard of his action
would constitute contempt of court.

Rejoinder to Ausiria on Muni-
tions Export Protest Regard-
ed as First Broadside

WARHINGTON, Auyg. 18
The Administeation Wil oppose all ef-
forta to place an embarge o army when
Congrops reconvenes. Taking advantage
of the opening affordsd by the Austrian

note of protéat agalnst the exportation
of munitiony 1o the Allles, the Prakident
hie put the Adminlstration gquarely on
record s oppoalng anibargoen. In doing
s, he has made a strong piay for posi-
tion In decluring that to astablish an ém-
bargo now  would wserlously embarrass
thin eountry If It ghould ever be fuced
by war.

Following are sallant extracts from the
text of the Amerionn nole to Auptria-
Hungary on shipment of munitions from
the United States to Grent Britaln and (te
Allles:

“The Government of the United Etates
* * * |ap gurprised to fnd the Imperial
and Royal Gavernmant Implying that the
obparvince of the etriet prineiples of the
law under the conditions which have de-
védloped In the present war ia insufficient.

“To this assertion of an obligation ta
change or modify the rulea of interna-
tiohnl uernso on pesount of spacial condl-
tions the Government of the United
States cannot dccede

“It Is pertinent te dipect the attention
of the Im‘ycrlnl wnd Hoyal Governmeant
to the fadt that Austria-Hungary and
Germany, particulacly the Jatter, have
ﬂ,ml“ the years preceding the present
urapein war produs a greht surplun
of arm# and ammunition, which they
aold throughout the world, and especially
to belligorénts. Never during that period
did elther of them Auggent or apply the
prineiple now advocited by thé Imperial
and Royal Gowsrnment.

"Durlrx the Boer War * * * Germany
nld to Great Britain * * * hundréds of
hotsands of kilod of explosives. gunpow-
der, cariridges, shot nnd welpons; and
it In Known that Austrin-Hungary alsv
#0ld similar munitions to the same pur-

“The Unitad Htatea Hhas always de.

“The general adeption by the nationa
of the world of the théory that neuyteal
Powers ought to prohibit the sale of
armas and ammunition to belligerents
* % would result In every nation be-
coming an armed camp, rendy to realst
Aggrossion and tempiad to employ fotee
In arserting ite rights rather than appeal
to reapon and justice.'
