“Sumurun” is ones of those Tare enter-
tainments that are liable to lead a sober-
minded newspaper man Into typing what
city editors are prone to describe as prose
poems. Beauly and passion jostle belly-
shaking humor; death ruces on the heels
of romance, and the colora of good and
evil, the whole rainbow of man's brief
day, play over tham.

What else can a poor Broadhurst-fed
reviewer do but spill words about when a
thing of life and art like thia wordless
play Is flung before him? TUnless he writes
a wordless review, there (s nothing for
him but to wax most absurdly verbose.
He must gesticulate mentally over that
teeming bamaar where the theatre of the
Hunchback and the BHeautiful Slave of
Fatal Enchantment looks down from
spangled door and gold lattice upon the
coming of Bumurun, the 0ld Bhelk, the
Young Shelk and Nur-al-din ssoking love.

Half a dozen beautiful and striking set-
tings assall his eye and demand descrip-
tion. And while he tslls of such things
as the white bemuty of the old Shelk's
ecoach beneath the wveiled but lambent
light, he is tempted to dlgress Into n
very technlcal explanation of how this
beautifuleat of scenes Is oreated from
nothing but a black back drop and a
few yards of cotton draped from a high-
hanging light over a six-foot platform.
He wants to tell a few American Belancos
to chuck thelr complicanted rubbish into
tha alley and go study at the fest of Max
Reinhardt, who did this wonderful thing.
Very few Jearnt the lesson when It was
spoken from our “legitimats” stage three
yvears ago. They may do better now that
it Is within their ken In vaudeville.

A great denl of genuine pralse is due
Miss Gertrude Hoffmann. Not for her
miming of the beautiful slave, though it
was excellenl, but for the enterprise and
courage to give us “Sumurun” agein. She
has had to cut It down, perhaps o half,
But with the ald of Mr. Ordynaki, a lleu-
tonant of Max Reinhardt, she has kept
the wvaudeville production on the samse
high plane as that we saw at the Lyric.
You eriticise n dotall here, You may miss
the orange smock of Bumurun's dalectable
maid and the nodding eunuchs before the
paluce gate, but you must still wonder
at the boauty of the whole. Tt Is anevent
at Keith's, Beslds it the rest of the bill
fan't worth & word of comment. But that
doean’t mean that it lan't perfectly good
vaudeville,
