Many piayera acre Injured on the fool-

letic club games. 1t is seldom that a
college or prep school player ls ssverely
injured on the gridiron. They are conched
properiy and they also go through a hard
cotirse of training which keepa them In
gond coudition for the contests, Of course,
a few hundred ankles are twisted and
the plavers sulfer many brulses, but they
recover In a short time and keep on
playing the anme nps befors

CORRECT TRAINING METHODS

Physical conditlion is an important as-
wot to the football player and I shall try
to outline a system of training which can
be followed Lhrough the season and bring
the same results as a collegs training
table. Also, 1 shall be glad to answer
peruonally any questions that might come
up regarding the rules, or anything elss
connected with the game.

In the game of football there ara twn
chle! requisites—physical condition ané
knowledgs of the game. The first will
come after strenuous practioe and atriet
observance of slmpla tradning rles. The
olther will be attalned by constant study
of the rule-book. It Is necessary to know
the pennities inflicted when fouls are
committed, and It Is also well to know
what piays are legal when you are pear
your goal lipe. Many games havs besn
lost through Ignorance of the playing
rules,

But don't forget this—that if svervbody
knew all about football It wouldn't bhe
played. Almo, you wouldn't get any fun sut
of 1t. The object of the game in to oul-
Euess your opponent and put something
over when he least expects It. You have
got to think quickly, gel your plasm nff
with as much speed as possible and don't
lei up when you have the opposing team
on the run. Tf you find that you onn
galn ground by running the ende, keep it
up and don't try to send plays through
the line. Find out the enemy's weak
spot and hammer at it untll relnforos-
ments are sent to plug up the hole. Then
