Ynle, Har-
vard and Princeton have stadiums seating
from 45,000 to 70,000, nud even some
of the Western high schools, such na Ta-
comn and San Diego, have stadiums seat-
Ing from 20,000 to 10,000,

*“The Polo Grounds in New York mre
wild to seat 42,000, and there is a rumor
that they are about to bulld a stadium in
New York seating more than double that
number,

MUST ACT AT ORNCE.

“Franklin Fleld's seallng capaeclty Is
19,244, nlthough, with the temporary scits,
a2.000 hnve been crowded inte L. Unless
Philadelphin makes an offort at once, &he
conmnot hope to bld for such hlg open-
alr events 8 the Olymples, national pn-
geants and the Army and Nuvy gume, The
game has heen becoming more and more a
nntionnl event.

“The President and hundreds of the
most eminent men In publie 1ife attend
annually; with the proposed Increase In
the army and navy the game will soon
pttraet 100,000, Philadelphla cannot afford
to lose these gumes. Belng hilf way be-
tween Went Point and Annnapolis is n good
reason why the gn e should be pinyed in
Phillndelphin every year,

“The great demand for tlekets for the
Inst Penn-Cornell gune, the supply of
which was exhausted several days before
the game, Indicated that there |s no res-
son why & Pennsylvanin game with any
of the 'big four’ would not attract crowds
of 60,000 or more, as Lthe football gnme did
at Yale last fall.

“The same is trus of the world serlea
baseball games: In the last slx years
enly once Philadelphia was not repre-
sented In the world series. Almost a mil-
llon people atiended thess games and pald
almost $2,000000 for admission; had they
had a stadium such as Is here proposed
thesa flgures might have been trebled.
Buch @ stadium would also attract other
big evente, such as the Olymple ghmes,
national pagepnts, ete.—aven thae Unl-
versity relny carnival would soon il 10"

100,000 SEATING CAPACITY.

"“The stadlum would be nhout 40 feet
below the surlnes and about 50 feet nbove,
tho mudience entering the stadium from
the ground level through numerous on-
trances, and golng elither up or down,
aecording to the locatlon of thelr sents,
A wide wille or drive would encirele the
wiliole flold, the drive being coverad by
the under part of the section of the
stadium extending above the ground and

The northern end
in necesaible by the surfnes and subwny
ents along Woodland nvenue, Walnut,
Chestnut and Mirket streets. One enn
rench the Clty Hall, the heart of Philn-
dolphin, on many of these lines In less
than 15 minutes;: and these cars connect
with others golng to the remotest parts
of Philladelphin, Automobiles could reach
the stadium on good ronds from nfl parts
of the olty, and the proposed Park Bou-

WOULD BEAUTIFY CEMETERY.

“This site la more desirable, as the
ravine does not contaln o grave, It would
fmprove what Is now nomore or lesst un.
sfightly puart of the comotery, some of it
being swimpy and other parts belng used
s dumps.  To meet any real objection of
lot holders, the money derlved from the
male of the raving might be devoted to o
fund, the Income of which might be used
for beautifying the dematery,

“The outer walls of the stadium could
be so constructed as to miake o permanent
source of inceme, Ax previously statod,
from 40 to 60 foet of this studium would
extend nbove the ground. The under side
of this might be beautitied by building an
archway with two stories of dormitories
wbove L The brick work nnd architecture
might be made to correspond with our
prosent dormitory system,

“This wonld alse provide for an outer
drive nnd an indoor track and comfort
able dormitory acemmmodationy for ale
most 1000 studenta, This feature In M-
sellf might be made to pay an Income of
from $30,000 to $50,000 n year, which
wotild be 5 falr percentage on the mnount
invested, slthough the proflts of two or
three lavge events might in thomselves
be & bhandsome dividend on the invest-
ment.””
