| ROOSEVELT SAYS HE “DOES NOT WISH
| NOMINATION, AND WILL NOT CONSENT”

NEW YORK, March 8.—Col. Theodore Roosevelt “does not wish" the
prusidumiul nomination, and “will not consent” to having his name used
in any of the coming State primaries. He so declared today in a statement
made at Port-of-Spain, Trindad, B. W. L, and cabled by Henry L. Stod
dird, of the New York Evening Mail. The statement mukes it clear,
however, thut despite his wishes the Colonel recognizes thuat his services
are subject to draft in a crisis, The stutement follows, in part:

I must request and [ now do request and insist that my name

be mot brought into the Massgchusetts primaries and I em-

phatically decline to be u candidate in the primaries of thav or

any other State,

1 do not wish the nomination,

I am not in the least interested in the political fortunes, either
of myself or any other man,

I will not enter into any fight for the nomination and 1 will

not permit any factional fight to be made in my behalf, Indeed,

I will go further and say that it would be a mistake to nominute

me, unless the country has in its mood something of the heroic

unless it feels not only devotion to ideals, but the purpose measur-

gbly to realize those ideals in action,
Nothing is to be hoped from the present Administration and
