Bain, superintendent of motive power, held the mechanical equipment o
the signal system faultless.

“My hasty inquiry shows plainly that the sleepy tower man is divectly
responsible for the wreck,” declared Ingalls. "The fact that the

man's wife gave birth to a child Sunday night and that the tower man had |

sinee been without sleep, either on duty or sitting up with his wife, is an
added factor.

“Had the first section been allowed to proceed on ita way, the accident
would not have occurred,” Ingalls reasoned. “Chances are that the tower mun
was dozing; unthinkingly he set the signal, the first section stopped short
