PARIS, April 21

Frendh troops In thelr gensril offensive
pgninst the Gormans at Verdun have
galned ground on both aides of the Mause
Hivar, it wans ofMicially annouhced todny.

The communique states that in an at-
thek yeaterdny at Le Mort Homme and
Caurretten wood the French captured
trenches and also captured 164 prizoners

On the eant bank of the Meusa the
Franoch troops also galned ground, nd-
vianeing Into Haudromont wood

Tha Germans wore also active yester-
day., Following n terrifle bombardment
on the Haumont-Vaux front, the Kalser's
troops launched o furlous attack, whieh
cnithlad theim to eaplure A faw tranches
nent the Douamont pond, The Frenoh
mnde thelr answer to this attack under
gover of darknesas, and in a night assault
completely ejecdted the Germans from the
posttionas which they had captured

On the wost bank of the Meuse the
nttack Inunched yesterdny by our
troops In the reglon of Le Mottt
Homme made further progress during
the night. Wao cuptured a tronch on
the north edge of Couretten woods
Wa took 4 officery and 160 soldiers
prikoners.

On the east hank of tha Mousa n
violent bombardment of our positions
was followed In the evening by i
powerful attack on the part of the
enemy along m front of two kilomotres
(1.2 milles) botween Thincourt Loarns
nnd Vaux pond. The Germans, who
had succondod In gaining » foothald
In our lines gouth of Fort Douaumont
nnd north of Ponl, were completely
rolled back by counterattacks made
by us at night., Two maohines and
soma prisoners fell Into our hands

West of Dounumont, In the soéctor
south of Haudromont wood, we llke-
wise progressed, We offected the de-
livery of sowme wounded French pris-
onars and captured 20 Germans

The night passed quletly on the rest
of the front, except In the reglon of
Le Pretre Forest, where our artillery
wis rather nctive.
