Hefore the Interview was over it was
clénrly shown that Judge Tuthill, of Chi-
gago, wad conversing throngh his *judicial
hat" when he declared in a recent declsion
that Lord Francls Bacon penned the lit-
erary masterpleces credited to Shake-
spoare. Shakespeare wrote the works, for
his spirit said so himseif, and Lord Ba-
oon's apirit backed him up.

The Interview with the apirits of the
great Englishmen of letters who have been
dend more thar 100 years was stuged In
the home of tha Rev. Dr, Alan W. Con-
nett, head of the Third Spiritualist So-
clety of Philadelphin, 1481 North i6th
street. Doctor Connett remained In a
trange for nenrly an hour while Shake-
spenrs and Bacon employed his medium-
ship to confey to the world a clear and

cuntroversy, Nelther Shalespears or Ba-
con used the Inte "middle ngllsh" spoken
In the 16th century. They tnlked plain,
wholesome United States, In explanation

of this, Doetor Connett sald that souls
gontinue to progress after passing into
the splrit world. He sald that, therefore,

it was not strange that Shakespeare and
Baeon had dropped thelr archale Englinh
after 300 years of development in the land
of the spirits,
Lord Bacon appeared to be o little
peaved at being rouled out of hik cosy
literary nook in Sphere No, 8 of the spirit
world, but his lordship sald clearly and
emphatioally that he did not write the
works of Shakespeare.
