German Doctor and German Babies

Is it possible for a normal baby to take
too much milk for his own good?

Answer—Overfeeding Is the commonest
cause of Infantile dcegemn—excess of fat
(eream) causing moist éezemn and excenaive
mugir causing dry sozemo The summer
troubles of bables are aggravated and some-
times caused by excess of milk. Overeating
bocomes a hakit much llke amoking or al-
coholism, and even a huby may acquire the
habit and craving for excess of food. Dr.
E, Feer, in the Berlin Medizinlsche Klinik,
observes that the prevalling high prices of
provisions has one good effect in that over-
feeding of German babies hud bocome less
commuoan. He goes on to say that o diet re-
duead to the Indlapensable minimum is best
for any baby. He quotes Czerny, who does
not allow over a quart of milk a day for a
bottie-fed baby a yvear old, Fesr finds that
bables maintain better health on something
leas than this, namely 600 grams a day
for n year-old child (which would be dbout
