To the Editor of Evening Ledger:

Sir—The new frejght barge ling betwesn
Philadelphin and New York, vin the Dela-
ware and Raritan Canal, 18 a concrete ex-
ample of the utility of inland witerways,
which ought to have & wholésome Influence
upon the commerelal world

What are the facts? The.rallronds be-
tween New York and Philadelphia have
been unable to meet the demand on them.
Maonufacturers and husingss men hayve re-
sorted to every known mentns of transport-
ing their goods to mest the requiréements of
thelr customers, The Bastern ports have
heen ke the mouths of funnels, through

LGz the exports of the hinterland have
; een

pouring,  Naturally, under sueh clr-
cumstances, there |4 congestion, with re-
galtant  embargoés  upon freight. Such
transportition auxillaries an the Delaware
and Raritan Canol and the Chesapeake and
Delnware Canal must be resorted to under
these ciréumstances. But this s only the
commerein! side of the question.

Consider the preparedness slde. The
ciinal, 33 miles long from the Dalawarse to
the Raritan, Is capable of carrying vessels
drawing but seven feet of water. There are
13 loecks in this canal, which cut down the
running time to 14 hours between the two
citfes. While this antiquated transportition
svstem |8 now Invoked for commeércinl pur-
poses, becnuse there (8 nowhere ¢lsea to gO,
not even n submarine of the United States
Navy could pass through that canal.
