Mary-—Season Is From a Fortnight to a Month
Backward—Tragedy of the Cactus Dahlias

T'S the weather that s quite contrary

this yeur and not Mary or her spoune.
Connequently gardens, which are the delight
and recreation of a large number of Fhila-
delphlany, counting ns sons and daughters
of the Founder those who dwell and have
thelr vines and flg leaves, parsley and pe-
tunins, eannne and cahbage In the metro-
politan zone which unites the ecity propar
of Willtam Pann, once restricted from river
to river and South to Vine streets, and the
sectione consolldated In 1354, taking In the
130 miles of the county, with the numerous
muburbs out the Main Line, the York road
tarritory and other parta of Delaware and
Montgomery Countles

There are lots of gardens, both flower
nnd vegotable, In this extensiva aren, not
to mention the near-lying suburbs of New
Jeraoy, which, ne Is well known, s the Gar-
don State. Right in the city limits truclk
patches are by no menns unusual, while out«
wide every suburban homestead. no mot-
ter how unpratentious, has elther s Nowers
or Its vegetables or most often both.

ABNORMAL WEATHER.

That It has had them some yenrs, Thie
year'a atmormal conditions of temperaturs
and rainfall have made the past tense im-
perative. The gardens are only a shadow
of thelr wonted luxurinnce or perhaps it
would be better to gay a forehint of what
they should be and possibly will be If
Philadelphla and environe ever get Into
what Jim Riley called "knee-deep In June,™
and thoss rare days in June written of by
Jim Lowell become rare in one senss of
tha word, that is of quality and not of
quantity.

The nights have been cold, there have
been hints, and. Indesd, only o waek ago a
taste of frost. the rains have been ufiusual
in number and the soil has been conatantly
wet. In consequance everything 1s back-
ward. Instead of propitlous weather for
planting and favoring clrcumstances to
bring tha crops ‘erward, those that have
been planted have been In a state of more
or leaa suspended animation.

John Bartram, the celebrated gnrden ax-
port of the EveNinag LEpakn, when aaked
to sxplain why gardenihg conditlons wers
o untewnrd and why those who were ac-
customed to go out back and gather a
“mens" of green pens by this time of year
In usual tims#s and to point with pride to
buds at least on their early Comatoes, sald
nuthoritatively: (]

‘‘Planting has been very late this year.
The ground was cold up to & very short
time ago, and the fnirly sxperienced gar-
doner will not put his seed In till the soll
Is warm and mellow. Tha ground has bean
too wet to spnda or plow satisfactorily.
Those who have gnrdened only a season or
two know cold nights are a detrjment ml-
most fatal to success, Even £ the days
are warm, If the nighta are too conl growth
In by fits and starts instead of gradunl and
steady, mounting to tha climax of frultion
Alternate growth and retardation weaken
the plants and thelr vitality |s seriously
Impalred. This will be the case with those
who ware {1l advised enough to plant ‘early
gardens' this year."
