At Neuville St
Vaast and northward to Rocklineourt
the enemy was active on Friday, ex-
ploding & mine among the craters near
Hohengollern redoubt without any ad-
vantage to them,

Northeast of Hulluch we Bprang e
mine. Our geroplanes co-operating with
our artillery did Important recon-
nalsance work. ‘We bombarded a Ger-
man aerodrome at Doual, completely
wrocking the hangar and doing other
material damage. In the last few daya
wo have captured 20 guns and 51 qulck
firers as well p» & large number of
automatie rifles, trench modrtars, mine
werfers, searchlights and other booty
not yet enumerated.
