"Wa campad for a day on the outakirts
of the town, a thres-minute march from the
atatlon, and proceeded to  spend  what
turned out to be our last day in a regular
place, Ry a reguinr plade wo mean one
where we can buy foe erenm, fresh fruit and
n mquare meal and where one can gee white
people not In khakl uniform, whb are do.
giable and Yorpitable, and where we can do
any number of thihgs aupposed to ba synon-
ymous with our twentieth century clviliza-
tion.

“Sueh a town was Marfa, Tex. Tho next
day the battallon swae split in half. One-
half stayed in Marfa and the other half, in-
sluding the writer, wans ordered to Presidio,
The distance from Marfa to Presidio I8 ox-
netly 72 miles, nnd connidering that there
are no rallrond connections, that Is ‘some
miles.' ‘The only means of transportation
In by motortrucl, and we were loaded on
sald trucks, which would not have lieon #so
bad had they not already been londed.

“In our truck this fond happened to be
about 7000 pounds of lumber. Wa got off
to n fiying start and for the first two hours
overything was lovely. The rond was
wmooth, that |s, considering, and the lum-
ber bshaved, but then we hit tha mountains
and the golng becnme rough, 'The road
here was, to may the least, ‘uneven,’ and
ench time the car hit a rut we left the car
a few seconds. But every timae we came
baek the lumber wis thére to great ue.
Sometimes [ think It even followed us part
of the way. And when 1 tell you we wero
rented, you can readily Imagine with what
Infinita enjoyment we returned eich time
to sald lumber,

“Hut In the mountains the scenery was
wonderful, Now we were climbing some
steep ascent that treied the eongine of the
blg truek to the limit; now we wera const.
Ing down the other slde, skinning ‘along
the edge of a chasm desp enough to ruin
ouir chariot and splatter us over the ad-
jacent seenery If our delver went one foot
out of tha way., In the valleys and level
places, and even on soma the more gradual
wlopas, hundreda of hends of cattle wers
pencefully grazing, while the whele way
was dotted here and there with skeletons
of stesrs which had run afoul of rattle-
snakes or In some other way had passed
over the bovine Jordan.

wAfter nix hours of riding and bumping
wa arrived about 2 o'clock at Shafter, n Iit-
tle town In the mountalns, 22 miles from our
destination, where we had lunch consigting
of brend, cheese, mardines, oranges, caken
and water The commissary served the
bread, wa bought the cheese, sardines, cakes
and oranges, and the town furnished the
wnter,

“The moat ahject alghts I have ever meen
were the burros along the way. They were
owned by Mexleans, who never fed them or
cared for them, but simply turned them
loose to work out thelr own salvation, and
most of them seem to have falled, for they
stood by the road absolutely motlonless,
head hanging and thelr whole appearance
glving one the Impression that they would
welcome nny end to their troubles. They

New Type of Organization In-
vading Photoplay
World

In the photoplay Industry In for an eco-
nomie shake-up bigger than any sinee the
featurs flm program knocked the bottom
from under the short-subject production?

It In ensy to say yen: for thore are a
dozen signa  of dissatisfaction with the
pregent production and relensing  eystem.
But, just because there are po many evi-
dences of discontent, It is hard to say Just
which way the new movement will turn,

There Is the “State rights" questlon, for
Instanee, Onee the selling of feature Nlm
rights to ngonts or exchanges In certain
limited territories was on a par with the
marketing of features practically direct to
exhibitors on a rental basia through the
blg program companlez. State righta lost
out—temporarlly. Now [t seems coming
biack, while the “closed program”™ wolna.

Tha big filma, ke "The Rirth of a Nn-
tlon," which can only be handled on n State
righta basin, are steadily Increaning In
number. “The ¥all of a Natlon'” “Ras
mona,"” “Civillzation” and many more
awalting releass will all be gold State by
State, while medlum-sized productions, like
“The Ne'er Do Well" or productlons fea-
turlng distinguished stars, like “Kismot,"
with Otls Skinner: "Sherlock Holmes,"
with William Gillette; “Macbeth,” with Sir
Herbert Tree, are all belng dispored of on
a State righta baals,

This tendency toward specialization In
“blg pletures” s belng complieated by a
revival of Interest In short subijects, The day
of tha five-part feature ng a monopolist
of the best energy of the induatry s over,
The Metro s putting out a serles of ong-
reel comedies with Sldney Drew, Max Fig-
man and Ralph Herz to flll up its pro-
grams. It has also added travel pictures,
The Triangle Is putting out two and threse
reel films with De Wolf Hopper, Henale
Love, Douglaa Fairbanks, Fay Tincher,
Mabel Normand, ete. The Paramount has
added thres exceptionally good series of
nhort nubjects : The Burton Holmes
travelogs, the Bray cartoons and silhouettos
and the Paramount Plotographs Almost
all the other big programs have byproducts
of some nsort.

Returning to the five.part pletures, thers
are new companies forming, like the H. 8.
Mogs organization, to moke and market a
film a month on n State rights basly, with-
out any partleular emphasis on sizs or
spectacular nature; while the V., L. 8 B,
pletures, though not sold to men controlling
State rights, sare marketed on what is
called an “open booking™ basie The ex-
hibitor Is not compelled to tie up for one
complete program, He buys what he wants
as he might from i State rights agent
Thare s much agitation for the extension
of tha syatem.

Bit most Important of all seems to ba
the development lead by Lewis J. Selznick,
and lately backed up by alllances with Her-
bert Hrenon and Stanley V. Masthaum.
It is the marketing of n oneea-month fea-
ture—guaranteed in guality by either star,
producer or story, or by all three—direct
to the exhibltor, and at a considerabls
advance in price.
