Undoubtedly thia iz primarily an effort
to reatore some kind of order out of the
Austrian chaos But, military men here
point out, he cannot restore the 800,000
Austrians and Germans killed, wounded or
captured Iin the Iast two months, nor the
hundreds of guns which the Teutons have
loat.

The use of gas wax dincovered In
good time, with the rosult that the Ger-
mana who were following the gans at-
tacks, on attempting to advance, were
met with rifle and machine gun Nre
and suffered severe |opses

The enemy did not even mucceed in
petting outaide of his own wire entan-
glemants and he rapidly returned to his
trenches.
