Iyn Bureau of Charities

It was during the campalgn of Garfleld
for President, In 1880, that Mr. Low first
becama prominent In polities, A “Young Re-
publican Club” was organized In Brooklyn
to promote the Garfleld campalgn and Mr
Low was selected am president. He and his
elub Innisted that the Improvement of clvie
government could be mecomplished only by
disregurding party lines and national is-
suen, =o far ot municipal affalrs were cons
cerned. The principls at that time was
new. and Mr. Low's leadership In the move-
ment resulted in hin slectlon as Mayvor of
Brooklyn by the regular Republican and
Independent forcen. In 1883 he was re-
plected for & pecond term.
