Blr—80 many different meccounts of the
injunetion proceedingm taken against the
Philndelphia Rapld Transit Company by the
taxpayers, citizgens and realdents of 'the
sixteenth division of the Fortleth Ward, as
reported In the daily press, that 1 take
the lberty of requesting you to publish
thia letter:

It was incorrect, as siated in the news.
papers, that the residents of this loeality,
the part of the Furtleth Ward known as
Clearview, from Elmwood svenus and
Inland road to Lyons avenue, objected to
a second track belng placed on Island road,
nor were we concerned because the tracks
wora lald twenty feot apayt instead of
tweanty-ons feot six Inches, |
But what was of monst Interest to us wan
that from Elmwood avenue to Lyons ave-
nue, on Inland road, there I8 no sidewalk
for the pedestrian.

For a distance of several squares the
tracks are lald on the extreme sidea of the
wtreet, with & bank four fest high within
two feet of the track. The bunk Is sur-
mounted with & fente, and on the other
side of the street, within two fest of the
truck, there ia a ditch from about two to
three feet deep, and with also & fence on
the other side of the ditch, and persons
traveling the road from Lyons avenus to
Elmwood avenus must either walk in the
street between the track, or on the car

By actual count taken for twelve hours
on Baturday, Beptember 8, theres ware T00
Aut: biles and t 4456 cars and 1151
men, women mnd children passed through
one square on Island road, from Bulst
avenus to Himwood avenus, not taking
into conalderation the persons who must
croas the tracks at Bulst avenue fo board

& mannsr that teams cannot go on them
should a lon oecour, for the reason
that they are flve inches above the street,
with ing between the ralls, in the samae
manner as steam rallroads are laid, & high
rall instead of & flat radl being used, or a
flat grooved reil as s usunl In ety streets

Thess are the reasons why we have ob-
jocted to the operating of another track
on Ialand road, and we are Informed that
the oity of Philadelphis han granted a per-
mit to the transit company to creats thess
dangerous oconditions, therefore, the trae-
tlon company can proceed to kill and maim
becaune of the permit granted

If any of us gets killed or hurt through
belng on the track, out of tha way of
teams and sutomobiles, we have no redross
—we have no right there, and If wa get
hurt or ran over 1o the roadway, there Is
nothing we can do.
