The old saying that silence gives cons
sent, politicians are bhoginning to think
in applicable 1o the political situntion in
Pennsylyana ax far as harmony In e-
publican ranks s concernod.

A month npo State senator Willinm
C. Sproul, of Delnware County, n Pen-
rose follower, unnouneed wt a dinner to
Mavor Babeocl, In Plitsburgh, that he
was n candidate for the Republican
nemination for Governor. ‘This was fol-
lowed n week ago hy the announcement
of the eandidncy of John R, K. Scott,
of thin city, Congressman-al-Large, a
Vare rght-hand man, for the Lieuten-
ant Governorahip.

The Vares have winked at the candi-
dacy of Senntor Hproul for the guber.
natorial honor and have virtually sald
by thelr attitude and silonce that they
have no quarrel to plek with Sproul so
long as thelr power in the State, through
leadership in Philndelphia, |8 recognized,
Benator Penrese, who stormed and
pawed the earth at the Pitteburgh din-
ner and declared that the Vares had
n poor chance for n look-in on the State
ticket, has kept what politiclans de-
elnre to be a “dlrcroct #llence sinee Con-
gressman Seott announced that he would
run and was stanchiy and openiy sup=
ported by Benator K. H. Vare,

At any rate nelther of the Philadel-
phia factlons has shown an inclination
to challenge the other or to bridge the
ohasm. In the meantime State Senator
Willlam K. Crow, the FHepublican Siate
chairman, (8 playing the role of the har-
monlzer with mlght and main, supported

by wcores of up-Siate leaders, who

Affferences are looked upon, according
to Crow and other leaders, as a brand
of selfish politicn,

In vilew of the sllence of both the
YVare and the Penrose sides of the Phila-
delphia situation it s thought Sproul
will be acggpted by the Vures and Sgott
by the P®irose forces, 'The third p
on the row office sehedule, that of mec-
retary of Internal affuirs, Is looked upon
an belng very much more in the dark
than the two leading positlons. A few
days ago It seemed that the chalrmpn
of the appropriations committee, Jumen
F. Woodward, of McKeesport, Alle-
gheny County, would surely be the chojee
for, the third position If the Sproul-
BScott ticket went through on har-
mony runners, but the situation has
changed considerably. Paul Houck, the
incambent, In naw looked upon as a more
likely choloe, but he Iswconsldered as o
Vare man, so there is likelihood that
soma andidate not ax yet mentloned will
be selected,

CONGRESSEMEN-AT-LARGE

The queetion of Congressmen-at-large
is being discussed with much Interest In
all parts of the State. It depends almost
entively upon the charscter of the men
selected for \hese three positions on the
ftate  ticket, Congressman Thomuas
Ipmeor Crago. of Waynesboro, and

Congressman Mahlon A, Garland, of
Pittsburgh, are looked wupon as al-
most. certain to be renominated and re-
eslected to thelr present seats. Crago
was in the Bixty-second, Sixty-fourth

and Sixty-fifth Congresses, He has a
ll'llluq record and has proved popu-

jar and ix apparently favored by the
leaders, Garland Is particularly strong,
baing a labor candidate because of his
leadership 1n the Amnlgamated Asso-

Sobel nax always been ldentified In
Stute polities with the regular organiza-
tlon, and he would probably he accept-
able to the Vares on the harmony sinte.

Other candidates more or less active
fn thelr Intentions will doubtless crop
up through the State, and the slating
of the four men for the ofMeces of Con-
gresEman-at-Large may have n rather
complicated problem.
