Aviating

According to the Alen at the headauarters
of the weman's committes for National De-
fense. 1807 Walnul street, there are now
00,000 women in Philadelphin who have
regletered for patriotle serviee. They repre.
gent virtually every kind of work from Red
t'rore nUrsing to aviating.

Intengive training will be brought to hear
and it I8 belleved that in » short time they
will be able to do their work with specd and
skill, The new mechanical work which many
of them will enter requires a clerical train-
ing nx well as an active one; that Is, a
wider branch of atenography comprising a
great supply of technieal expressions.

American  women who looked enviously
taward their foreign sisiters, hearing of the
help which they were giving thelr countries,
now feel that they are actually “in the
truces.” The general belief |8 that the effect
of the present state of things will be perma-
nent and radical. A statement was made at
the headquarters of the committes of Na-
tional Defense that the hour for which
woimen have heen walting long is come.
