The  proper washing of an Automobile
tiakes time and it must be done at the right
time.  To wash a limousine properly re-
quires.two hours’ careful, steady, hard work,
A touring car doesn't take so long.

If mud I» allowed to dry on the car It is
harder to get off and stains the varnigh per-
manently., Mud should never be permitted
o remaln on a car overnight. 1f a chauf-
feur expects to kaep his car.dooking fAne he
must fAush off the mud at night, no matler
how late it Is. I'he work need not take more
thun half an hour and the car can be thor-
oughly washed and polished in the morning,

Gaard agalnet the too frequent use of goap,
using water with too much fores and wash-
Ing the hood before it Is cooled. Most pub-
lie garages where cars are washed atart late
In the evening, und If a car has been used
in the morning the mud, of course, has had
i chance to dry and the varnish will never
look g0 well ngaln, .
