Much bronder grounds for the estab-
lahment of clalms for exemptlon from
military service are provided In new
regulations now being worked out by
Provost Marshal General Crowder to
govern the clasalfication of men between
elghteen and forty-five who will remis-
ter on September 12, Important modifi-
callons are based upon the change of
a few wordd In the original draft law
in passing the new man-power act.

The term “industrial occupation” is
eliminated, and the law now provides
perrong may be glven deferred classifl-
catlan when engaged "In occupation or
employment, Ineluding agriculture, which
can be established na necessary to the
military establishment or the mainte-
nance of the national Interest."

+ DBankers May Escape

This sectlon, ofMcinlz pointed pointed
ont today, with the regulations constru.
