To the Editor of the Evening I"ublic FLedger:

Sir—Your editorial in Saturday evening's
Irsue on “No Law Can Protect a Boob From
His Folly" in very finely writien, and Ix In-
terentiog. nlthough you assume that our finans
cinl system I8 pretty good, wherens the oppo-
alte I8 the cass, and it i» pretiy bad, But the
financial question is the most important thing
the people have to consider, It being the
foundation on whivh moclety rests, and It s
1o be hoped you will continue i1a discussion
and allow it to be looked at from every pos-
sible ungle,

Our financial system s bad becnuse [t Is
contrary to netural Yaw., Natural law doos
not permit of perpetual debt, and our whole
symteny consists of debts piled upon debis
which ean never be padd, and the maintains
ing of which holds the wages of labor down
to a living basis only, therehy preventing
corporations and all lines of business from
making the profits necessary to pay high
wages and dividends. Therpa 8 not & large
city in the country that can pasy its debts,
and every one of them (s at all times on
the ragged edge to gel money 1o pay run-
ning expenses gnd the money to pay for ahout
one-tenth  the amount of publie Improves
ments that eould be masdde If we had o
rutional, sensible wystem,

Tha capltal lssues committes cume nbout
throvgh the trenumdous job the Governmont
had to get money, and it probably helped a
great deal o preventing money from belng
withheld from Government dse, HBut the pee-
valling fdes that the Government can make
lnws regulating the prosperity of n people by
price-fixing and wage-fixing and boards and
bureaus I8 abrurd., The men rumaning the
Government ¢ome from the people, are the
same a8 the people. know very little more
than the people, and consequently ean do no
real good.

Our financial system, belng contrary (o na.
urial law, has resulted in 0 mass of legisli-
tion by State and national Governments In
an attenipt (o remody the defects, and the
result I» confusion worse confounded, The
most  promising-looking financikl  wct ever
undartnken by the Governinent was when It
provided n reserve to malntain the thire
Liberty Loan at par. But it develops that
they did not understand the significance and
importance of thla act, or how properly 1o
put it into effect.

But the Government
by this wmotion of a really wound finan-
olal system, and that fa to compel wll cor-
porations to guarantee the redemption of
thelr securitien In cash on demand, as banks
pay deposity on demand, thereby putting bum-
ness on a cash bustness,  This guarantes
would automatically destroy the price of
innd., which is the largest ftem of the per-
petual debt that prevents the circulution of
money 1o wages, this money in turn golng
into business by buying Inbor's products,

A cash market would cause about ¥9 per
cent of State and natlonal laws to die a
peaceful and most usetul death, and would
relears Inbor and capltal from the shuckles
that now bind it.  With no land market
nothing could be sold but labor's products,
and prices of wages und commoditics would
adjust themselves.

Sir—Below |8 a latter appearing In the
Army and Navy Journal of December 31,
1818, written by a volunteer on the subject
of demobllization,

Being o volunteer, with aeleven months'
overseans service to my credit, I find myself
ocoupying & positionsddentical with the writer
of the following. which Is quoted in full:

“ro the Editor of the Army and Navy
Journal: Ever gince the slgning of an
armistios the papers have devoled considers
sble space to the methods used In demabilia.
ing the United Statea army, The drafted
men recelve the lion's share of attention, lit-
tle or no comment belng made relative to the
status of the men who volunteersd to fght
for thelr "‘f and thelr country. But during
the days following the first registration there
were columns filled with appedls to ‘Ameri-
ci's Aghting men' to enlist as volunteers and
not wailt to bo drafted. A particular appeal
was sent out to men who had seen service
in the wrmy previously, requesting them to
get back In the game and help bulld up &
nucleus for the Natlonal Army. This was
promptly answered by thousands of former
soldiers, and In behalf of thess men who
helped whip the raw reerults inte fighting
material wnd who never expected farewell
banguets or enthusiastlc send-offs—and who
enllsted for the duration of the war—I1 wish
to know why they should not be given the
preference in the demopdlisution proceedings.
A majority of th ‘were well over the
first draft age Ut they stepped Into
the breach like belleving that when the
finlsh came they would (as volunteers) be
givdn the Arnt opportunity to return to
civillan lifa, As It ls, many And themselves
